honor and victory to the largest
number of men at the front, whe-
ther from England, France, Russia,
Quebec or Ontario.

Nor let us forget the cardinal
colors in painting the picture of the
quiet, law-abiding and peaceful
French-Canadian farmers, descend-
ants of the first colonizers of
Canada, the pioneers of our lum-
ber industry, the hewers of our vir-
gin forests, the path-finders of

! civilization and religion in Canada,
and the first navigators of our great
lakes and rivers, all of which has
meant so much to the British Em-
pire. Shall we forget all these great
things that have helped to build
and make Canada what it is, be-
cause a few politicians, both in this
province and in the Dominion, have
done their best to produce enmity
between the two races, or shall these
two races join together with a feel-
v ing of : jugt ' witisfaction thut sieh .
