Reasons for Postponing.

In the cowse of a lengthy speech
Judge Robson dealt -with the reasoms
for postpoming the dmquiry.

When the attention of labor was
driawn to the fact that it was labor's
privilege to establish by means of evi-
dence before the Robson commission
what, in its view, was the true cause
of the strike, labor leaders had pointed
out their imability immediately to deal
with this fimpontant iwsue. Labor's
own counsel (T. J. Murray, K. C.),
had his attention divided between the
criminal proceedings and the Robson
commission,

“In these circumstances,’”’ said the
commissioner, “it will be improper to
deny the unions a reasonable time to
prepare their case and present it to
this commission.”

Hard Point to Believe.

“It is certainly impossible to believe
that the whole vast numbers of strik-
ers were seditious and those who dis-
claim should take advantage of the
opportunity to do so pubilcly,” added
Judge Robson in - urging the labor
representatives to proceed diligently
with the preparation of their case and
have it ready on the resumption of
the inquiry. The striking postal em-
ploves public repudiation of interest to
aid in the subversion of government,
Judge Robson said “tho belated was
commendable, and should entitle them
to consideration from the employing
community.”

The Right to Employ.

Pointing out that consideration of
the effects of the ¥trixe also came
within the scope of the commission,
the commissioner said that “it is
peculiarly within the province of the
unipons to show the loss of wages dur-
ing the strike and the loss due to the
reduction of labor demands conse-
quent upon the strike, I should ex-
pect the unions to assist by furnish-
ing this information at all events as
closely as possible.

Diserim-
ination is not really the term, it should
be ‘refusal to re-employ.’

All week workers who have until
now earned a weekly wage of $29 or
$30 will receive a $3 increase with the
exception of under pressers, who have
until now received $26 a week, and
piece pressers, who have received $22
a week. These will receive a $¢ a
week increase,

‘All week workers who have received
$19 a week or less will receive a $2 a
week increase. Plece-workers, accord-
ing to this basis, will receive an in-
tcrease of 10c an hour.
