PRONBITION BILS
BOTH SUCCESSFUL
N PASSING SEMKTE

Power to Stop Imports
of Liquor.

Canadian Press Despatch.

Ottawa, Nov: 10.—The government’s
two prohibition bills were successful
in running the gauntlet of the upper
chamber ‘betore ' the prorogation of

‘parliament today.

The bill to amend the Canada tem-
perance act, by making provision' for
provincial plebiscites on the petition
of the legisiature to decide on the
matter of the importation of lquor
came in for the most criticism. An
amendmnent movéd by Senator Ross of
Middleton, N S., to defer considerat.on
0., 1 e iueasure until the next gession
of parliament, was negatived on a vote
of 18 to 12, and the second readingz
declared carried on the same divi-
sion. The vote was as follows;
