A GALLANT RESCUE.

Children Saved From a Wreck in Laké
Superior by Lines Tied Around
Thel? Bodlcs.

Sault Ste. Marie, Sept. 18.—The
schooner Herry Kent, bound from Ash®
‘and to Lake Erie ports with a cargn of
iron ore, in tow of the steamer J. C.
Gilchrist, foundered off Stannard Rock.
Lake Superior, in the gale of Thursdy
night. Capt. Sullivan, h’s two children
and the crew of the wrecked boat wers2
brought here by the Gilehrist, which
ln‘r}vvd early this morning.

The Kent sprung a leak when off Ke-
weenaw Point. about 9 o’clcck on Thurs-
day night. The pumps were at ounce
manned. and an attempt made to reach
.\larq{lettn. but the heavy seas began
breaking on the bulwarks and the water
gained so rapidly that it was seen the
vessel could not be saved.

Teok Schoeoner Alongside.

As it was impossible to launch the life-
boat in the terrible sea, Capt. Blatten of
the Gilchrist made the extremely hazar-
dous attempt of taking his steamer alonz-
side the sinking schooner in order to
rescue the crew. 'ihe first attempt was
unsuccessful, but the second time the
steamer was brought close to the sink-
ing vesssel.

Lines were tied around the bodies of
the captain’s two children and they were
the first to be taken abeard the steamer.
Both boats were rolling heavily in the
trough cf the sea, and the work of res-
cue was exceedingly difficult. As. the
| ;e ond child was being taken aboard the
| vessels momentarily parted and the little
one was precip tated into the cold waters
| of Take Superior, but was qu'ckly pulled
abeard the steamer and revived.

Capiain snd Crew Saved,

After heroic efforts, Capt. Sullivan and
his crew were pulled aboard the Gil-
christ, and a few minutes later the
Kent went down.

The captain’s houschold furniture weat
dewn with the schooner, and the erew
| saved nothing, but the clothes they
| wore. The Gilchrist stayed in the vicin-
{ ity of the wreck until daylight, to pick
| vp anything of value that might come
| to the surface, but she secured nothing.
| The Kent was owned by J. ¥. Gil-
christ of Cleveland and had an insur-
| ance valuation of $22,000. She was
| built in 1873, and registered 771 tons.

Protection of United States
Shipping

THE OBJECT OF CLAUSE 22.

Senator Elkins Says He Was lis
Author and Knows About It.

sip Wiitrid Laurier’s Speech at Montreal
Regarded as a Warning That the U.S.
Atiorney-General Should Not Be Teoo
Considerate of Canadian Raillways In
His Ruling as to the Bonding Privilege
—Mr. Mckcnua Said te Be Revising His
Opinion.

Washington, Sept. 19.—Senator EI-
kins of West Virginia had an interview
with the President yesterday, in which
the 10 per cent. diseriminating duty pro-
vided by the tariff bill was discussed.
Concerning the doubt expressed as to
the intention of sec¢tion 22, which pro-
vides for the assessment of the dis-
criminat'ng duty, Senator Elkins said
that there was no doubt in his mind
as to what was meant by the framers
of ‘the bill. Section 22, he said, em-

bedied the principles and provisions of
the bill for the protection of American
shipping, and, as he was practically the
author of the section, he was in a posi-
tion to know what it meant. Lt should
be interpreted broadly in favor of the
United States, remarked the Senator,
and was intended to protect American
r'axlr'oad and shipping interests from
foreign competition.

Laurier’s Spefch Caunsed a Halt.

Chicago, Sept. 18.—The Inter-Ocean of
this morning has this specal despaich
from Wash.ngton, datea yesterday:

No explanations are given by the
Department of Justice as to why the
opinion on section 22 of the tariff gill is
again delayed and will not be submitted
to the Treasury Departnrent untt to-
morrow or Monday. ‘I'he opinion was
reported completed yesterday, but was
held back.uutj.l to-day- It was read
at the Cabinet meeting to-day and again
withheld for further consideration of
the question as to whether section 22
did repeal section 4228 of the revised
statutes,

)'Ih.e_ speech of Sir ‘Wilfrid Laurier,
Premier of the Dominrn or Canaaa
at Montreal last night, is regarded as
a warning that the Adtorney-General
“}10\11(1‘ not be too considerate of the
Canadian railways in ruling that section
22 does not interfere with their bonding
privilege. The Canadian Premier said
that hitherto a great portion of Cana-
dian produce had been sent by Ameri-
can ports, but this cendition of affairs
wmust be reversed. The St. Lawrence
reute, he held, was the great outlet for
the trade not only of Canada but of all
America, He would not be satisfied ua-
til the St. Lawrence route carried the
whole of Canadian produce not only
but. also 90 per cent. ¢f American pro-
ducts. The Canadian Government was
deepening the canals to this end, and
had also decided to improve the ter-
minal facilities at Montreal.

This speech is regarded here as signi-
ficant at this time, showing, as it does,
the amnbition and aim of Canada to se-
cure control of the American trade, not
only for her railways, but for her ports.
The Canadian Pac/fic Railway is look-
ed upon as a political railroad, buiit
as much for the military centrol of the
Canadian frontier as for the commeree
of the United States and Canada. Can-
ada seeks to secure the commerce of
the United States for its railroad, and
also for the upbuilding of its port at
Montreal.

. * * % % %

“It is the old contest, as it originally
began forty years ago,” said a (Govern-
ment r»ﬂjcml. “Then it was a fight be-
tween New York and Montreal, and the
canals were the agencies, which each
scught to use to improve its commerce.
The rest of this country did not sympa-
thize p:nr}xeularly with New York, and
the bonding privilege was granted. It
was the same with the railroads when
they came, and the lines extended across
the -border both ways. This privilege
facilitated the interchange of commerce
between the two countries. But with
the building of the Canadian Pacific
Ratlroad and the subsidizing of steam-
ship companies on both the Atlantic and
Pacific, Canada sought to, and did, take
advantage of this bonding privilege to
control both the exports and imports of
this country, and their enormmous sub-
sidies enabled them to break down the
schednles of Amer'can railroads and
tuild up Canadian ports. Tt is time the
United States looked to the proteation
of its own ports and transportation lines
against the unequal contest waged by
Canadian  subsidized  railways and
sieamship companies. Congress never
enaoted a law that ijs clearer in its
meaning than that to prevent the escape
of diseriminating duties by bringing im-
ports through a contiguous country, and
the Attorney-General -will do well to
look into the ambition of Canada, as
outlined by DPremier Laurier, before he
gives an opinion striking down this part
of section 22.”

It is intimated that the Attorney-Gen-
eral is-studying this phase of the ques-
tion, while he is revising his opinions,
to see if the intent of Congress was not
to head off the secréet movements of
Canada in appropriating the commerce
of the United States for her subsidized
railroads, canals and steamship lines.

NOTED CHOURCHMEN COMING. ..

Dr. Talbot, Bishop of Rochester, and Canon
Gore of Westminster Abbey Will
Visit Toronto.

The Lord Bishop of Rochester, Eng-
land, and Canon Gore of Westminster
Abbey, London, will attend the inter-
national convention of the Brotherhood
of St. Andrew in Buffalo next month.
They are sent by the Brotherhood in'the
church in England as their official repre-
sentatives at the convention.

Canon Gore has had a distinguished
carcer, and is well known as .a theo-
logical scholar. A graduate of Oxford,
he was soon made Fellow of Thinity

College. A few years after the death of
Dr. Pusey, one of the leaders of the
well-known Oxford movement, it was de-
eided to establish in his memory a house
and library in Oxford, with resident
¢clergy, whose object it was to promote
the religious life of the undergraduates
in the university. Mr. Gore was select-
od as the finst president, which post he
occupied until 1894,  He was the
“Fredrick Hope” in the famous religious
novel, “Stephen Remard.”

During his life in Oxford his power
and influence over the student body was
very marked. While at the Pusey
House he established the community and
Society of the Resurrection. In order
to devote himself -wholly to the com-
maunity, he accepted the vicarage of
Radley, a suburb of Oxford. This com-
munity may briefly be described as an
attempt to fit into the modern conditions
of church life the highest ideals of the
religious life of the early church. There
are branches at Radley, Westminster
Abbey and Calcutta, besides scattered
reembers all over the world, a few of
whom are in Toronto.

Christian Seclalism.

Canon Gore has been a prominent lead-
er in the work of the Christian Social
Union, whose aim is to present Christ
as the ideal in modern life. Being a
band of students, they give themselves
mainly to study of social conditions and
their inter-relation to Christianity.

Canon Gore is known throughout Eng-
land as oné who takes a keen interest in
the study of industrial problems. His
theological works are nell known, He
edited “Lux Mundi” and wrote the fam-
ous essay on ‘“The Holy Spirit and In-
spiration,” which has given rise to much
controversy. He was appointed Bamp-
ton Lecturer of the University of Ox-
ford in 1891, which lectures appeared in.
book form under the title of “The In-
carnation of the Son of Ged.,” This was
followed by “Dissertations on Subjects
Connected with the In -~ - " ./
inore popular book has been publishe
by him, entitled “The Creed of the
Christian.” His interest in the work of
laymen in the church led him to welcome
keenly the advent of the Brotherhood of
St. Andrew in England. Besides preach-
ing at the Brotheihoood convention, e
will conduct a retreat for clergy in
Toronto.

The Bishop of Rochester.

Dr. Talbot, who accompanies Canon
Gore, was formerly Warden of Keble
College, Oxford. After this he became
Vicar of I.eeds, which parish is one of
the greatest and most thoroughly or-
ganized centres of church life in Eng-
land. In 1895 he was elected Bishop
of Rochester, really the district known
as South London. His diccese has a
vast population of workers. The condi-
tions of life here are hard and stern,
and the church has an uphill fight. The
present B'shop has seen the opening of
a new cathedral in h's diccese within
the last year.

Dr. Talbot is a prominent supporter
of the Christian Social movement. Ile
js a vigorous writer and contributed to
#T,ux Mundi” the well-known essay on
“The Preparation of History for Christ.”

Canon Gore will be in Toronto from
Wednesday to Saturday this week. He
will conduct a “quiet day” for the
elergy on Friday at St. Thomas’ Charch.
On Wednesday evening at 8 o'clock he
will speak in St. James’ Cathedral
schoolhouse to the city members of the
Brotherhood of St. Andrew. This meet-
ing is open to any who may wish to at-
tend who are interested in religious work
among men, such as that carried on by
the Brotherhood of St. Andrew. It is
expected that the Canon will be the
guest of Rev. C. H. Shortt, St. Thomas’
clergy house, while in the city.

The Bishop of Rochester is expacted
to visit the city after the Buffalo con-
vention and is engaged to preach at
St. Mary Magdalene’'s Church, and pos-
sibly at St. Stephen’s Church. He will
be the guest of Provost Welch of Trin-
ity College while in Toronto.
