Council Refers Metropolitan Bill to
Controllers, Who Will Fight
it Before Legislature.

MAY NOT PREPARE AGREEMENT.

But Simply Stand on Their Rights
and Oppose Granting of Any
Such Legislation.

Three hours sufficed for the transactlon
of the business before the City Councll
vesterday afternoon. ' The Metropolitan
Railway question was the * all-absorbing
topic, and the result of the discussion it
aronsed was that the Board of Control
were delegated to reconsider the whnole
matter. Whether they will submit to the
Legislature an agreement or oppose the bill
in toto remains to be seen, but from the
trend of the debate it is not improbable
that they will adopt the latter course.

The projected purchase of the gas plant
was resurrected by a motion of Ald. Urgu-
bart, making a direct offer, but he agreedd,
in view of more momentous business, to
allow it to stand as a notice of motion.

In Opposition to Hill.

Messrs, J. P. Murray and J, O. Thorne,
representing the Toromto branch of the
Canadian Manufacturers’ Association, ad-
dressed Council in opposition to the Metro-
politan Railway bill. Thelr views are em-
bodied in the following letter from the asso-
ciation :  ‘“‘Our Executive felt that in the
first place there was little or no necessity
for the union of the Metropolitan Raiiwiy
and the Toronto Street Rallway as far as
the transfer of passengers was concerned,
as the present conveniences are as com-
plete as those for the transter of psssen-
gers from one part of the city Lo the other,
And, in the second place, they desire to
enter an emphatic protest against the con-
nection of the two railways for the pur-

pose of carrying freight, and they would |
therefore ask your honorable body to de- |

cline to accept any measure looking to the
hauling of freight cars upon tlhe streets
of the city. Our members, as citizens of

Toronto, would view with alarm any appii- |
