BELIEVED TO HIVE SUNK

Has Not Been Heard of Since First 
of February.

Victoria, B. C.. Feb. 20.—The salvage 
tug Pilot, which was engaged in salv­
ing the steamship Sesostris off Ocos, 
Guatemala, has not been sighted since 
she left Sal in 2. Cruz, Mexico, February 
1, and is believed by the owners here to 
have foundered with all hands. The 
Pilot., which is owned by the British 
Columbia Salvage Company of Victoria, 
left here last summer with a party of 
salvage experts, the object bein' tc 
float the former Kosmos liner Sesostris, 
for nine years embedded in the sand 
at Ocos.
