The idea of experimental stations at
various eentres was good as far as
it went, but Ontario needs a perman-
ent department or farm where scien-
tific, continuous study is made. - This
pranch alone demands one man’s time.
The vegetable growers made a
strenuous kick a year ago to secure
a better consideration. of .their claims
at Guelph, and resulted in some sort
of a hybrid being produced. They are
not satisfied, and the industry |s as-
suming such proportions that they
need a separate branch of the school.
