In acknowledging this Lord Charles
took the opportupity to dweu upon the
tone and appearance of the Canadian
people. They had a healthy and cheery
look about them which was a strong -
lustration of their contentment, - While
they got this here, the people’ in Bri-
tain were losing it, and ‘there must be
something wrong. Al their power'and
influence must be used. to set it right.

“There is a weary look about our
people,” he remarked. This had been
commented- upon by some Canadian
newspapers.

“T am sorry to say.” he declared,
“that these remarks are'mot exaggerat-
ed. I would rather see a savage look on
a man, There is fight in that fellow.”
They might be too densely erowded, or
there might be other cir¢cumstances to
remedy, but they must be set right.

To say that the exhibition grand-
stand performance has a distinct mdli-
tary flavor is to venture on a very
conservative statement, since after an
hour of well diversified vaudeville, the

There is only one fault to be found,
if shortcoming it be, and that is that
the management provide too much of a
feast for the .admission fee.

BERESFORD UNVEIS
WITHON WEWOR

First Appearance of Hero - of Alex-
andria in Gorgeous Uniform
of Imperial Navy.

The ceremony of unveiling the bronze
tablet to the memory of J. J. Withrow,
founder of the exhibition, in 1879, Man-
ager J. J. Hill and the pioneer board
of directors, gave to the anxious pub-
lic gathered in thousands outside the
administration building the first oOppor-
tunity to behold Lord Beresford = 2

“T-am “told that you never have had
anv debt and never intend to have
an:\',” he remarked, addlng that no
man-or woman could visit the: exhibl-
tion withou’ eceivinig educational
pbenefit from the éxhibit of all classes
of inventions and industries on which
i the country depended for its prosperity.

Mayor Oliver, on behalf of the city,
expressed pleasure in accepting ~ the
tablet and alluded to the fact that he
was present at the exhibition inaugural

yeans’ unselfish effort, saw the exhi-
bition becoming an assured success.
In the early days there were great
difficulties, and at one time the bylaw
authorizing the exhibition was repeal-
ed and the city council had to take the
responsibility of jnserting the cost of
maintenance in the estimates.

TWO MEN HURT
BY NIMIG WAR

‘Too Much Realism,” and Ex-
hibition Management Will
Cut Out Some of
the Gunpowder,

A shower of stones, resulting from
the explosion of a ‘“‘faugasse’ or em-
bankment mine, spread panic among
hundreds of spectators drawn to - the
lake .front to witness the demonstra-
tion of how ships and land forces mfi.\’
be blown ipto the air in times of grim
war,

A number of persons narrowly misseq
being hit by the flying missiles, some
as them as large as a man's doubled
fist, while two individuals received
slight injuries. One, Clarence Kenney,
159 Pembroke-street, was struck on
the side by a fragment of wood, and
the other, name unknown, received a
falling stone on the head. Both were
treated at the emergency hospital.

“Too much realism,” was the general
verdict, and Dr. Orr has decided that,
for the future, the quantity of gun-
powder used will be reduced. Sothun-
derous were the detonations that sev-
eral windows in the manufacturers’
building were shattered and nearby
buildings trembled.

The mines are laid and ‘sprung by
the detachment of Royal Canadian En-
gineers from Stanley Barracks, who, 14
in number, under Capt. Lindsay, are
quartered in the: model camp. - Their
explanation is that the charge was not
laid far enough in the side of the bank,
A ‘“fougasse”’ Is a modern method of
protecting a railway line. It consists
of a box containing gunpowder, thirty
pounds in this instance, and the re-
maining' space filled with stones, The
hole dug is about three feet in diame-
ter and about flve feet in the side of
the embankment. The mine is touched
off by a safety fuse.

The submarine mine proved a spec-
tacular feature. This is ¢ontained in
a waterproof bag, which is stuffed
with slugs of gun cotton. A wire in a
waterproof covering connects with the
detonator and explodes, the latter send-
ing the current along the wire to the
explosive. The spectators hugely en-
joyed  seeing a raft with a wooden
structure on it .200. yards from #shore
blown into shattered. timbers. by the
mine,

Another feature was the destruction
of a stockade 12 feet high at the end
of the pler. It was hung  with gun
cotton and. touched off by electric cur-
rent.

TIHO STRIRERS ARE SHOT

Tragedy in Buffalo Docks—Says
He Was Threatened and
Had to Shoot.

BUFFALO, Aug. 31.—Joan C. Nich-
olai, a private detective employed by
the - Liake Carrlers’ Association, shot
two marine strikers dead on the West
Shore ore docks this morning and was
only saved from lynching by the quick
arrival of the police.

Nicholai was in charge of two-strike—
breakers when George Houghton, a
fireman, and Matthew Dwyer, amn oil-
er, both strikers who had been acting
as pickets about the dock, held him up.

“Well get you some time,”” they
said, applying a vile epithet to Nich-
olai. Then, he says, they_ . attacked
himh - and the two men with him with
clubs. Ome of the strikers struck a
strikebreaker over the head and as
he: did so the detective drew "his re-
volver and fired twice. He dropped a
man each shot, Houghton with a bul-
let in the eye, and Dwyer with a ball
thru the heart. Both were instantly
killed.

MINGO BRERKING POAT
FOR GRANDTRUN TRAINS

Switching Business Removed From
York and Hundred Fami-
lies Will Move.

York woke up this morning to find it-
self somewhat shorn of its glory and
cinders as an active railway point.
Commencing- at midnight the Grand
Trunk started running freight trains
from the east right thru to Mimico
without breaking them-up at York as
they have done for a number of years.
This practice will be adopted in future
with the result that/ traimrmen, conduc-
tors and ‘brakemen numbering some-
thing over a hundred will move to
Mimico.

Another change whidh the company
has inaugurated is {the cutting out of
Toronto: as a transfer point for pas-
senger locomotives land the establish-
ment of this business at Hamfilton,

Heretofore all thru Grand Trunk pas-
senger trains chamged locomotives at
Toronto, but in future the locomotives
that take the trains at Belleville west-
bound and Sarnia eastbound, will run
thru to ' Hamilton without changing.
The order affects only five trains each
way and only the engineers and firemen
who will be forced to take up their res-
idence ‘at Hagnilton, The step ‘has been
adopted to equalizé the two diw’siorks
between Belleville and Sarmia.

The femoval of the switching busi-
ness from York to Mimico. will be
more important and will mean the, re-
moval of perhaps five hundred of Esast
Toronto's population, as most of the
men are heads of families.

During the last few years since. the
Povonto: yards “bdapne overdrowded,
Al Grand Trunk freight trains from
the wegt were broken wup.at Mimico
or West Toronto and trains from
the east were. broken up at York.
