“Many of thése poor women
have not tinre efiough
their ‘children have proper attendance,
and when they grow older the resuilf
is that they are wild, and in maay
cases help to sgwell the ranks of the
criminals.”

-of the juvenile triminals there were
“the children of poor widows, In that
city the Jews had already taken the
problem in hdnd, and had established a
fund for the ‘purpose of Bu ink
women in such circumstances,

“time. Mrs., Parker sald tiyat in maay
cases the girls would bef grateful fo
recelve whatever training they could,
but there was no way in which they
comld do so. She deplofed the favt
that so many handsome ladies’ col~
leges” were heipg-budlt- all over- the
country to educate the daughters of
the wealthier class, when abeolutely
no attention whatever was paid to the
great mass of working girls.
