Is the Object of .—;':3-.-: Just Started
at Albany-Canada s in 18,

Albany, May 7.—The State of New
York to-day took the first steps towards
the completion of a plan _to establish n
state reservation on St. Lawrence River
on the New York side. Gov, Black re-
cently approved a bill appropriating $30.-
000 to purchase points of land along the
St. Lawrenge. ’gmp. and islands in the
river, and for the erection of necessary
buildings and wharves to accommodate
fishermen . and tourists, The State
Fisheries Game and Fish Committee has
charge of the establishment of the park,
and to-day authorized advertising for
roposals for the purchase of lands and
islands in the St. Lawrence., It is not
expected that any islands can be secur-
ed, as they are held at high figures, It
is hoped, howeyer, that the state will
be able to acquire many available points
jutting out into the river.

To the Anglers’ Association of the
Thousand Islands is due the credit of
the establishment of a state reservation
on the St. Lawrence. The Canadian
Government js acting In unison with
this state with the expressed ultimate
object of forming a grand international
park on the 8t. Lawrence, Canada has
already set apart 22 islands in the river
for publie purposes, and agreed to make
as large an appropriation as New York
State towards the establishment of an
international park.
