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EMY AGENTS IN GREECE
MUST GET OUT, SAY ALLIES

i‘ Britain and France Take Control of Posts, Telegraph and Wireless

Stations, and Will Expel All' Enemy Agents Until the End of
War—German Submatine Sunk Off Phaleron--- Newspapers
- Preach Unity in Face of National Crisis.

ATHENS, Sept. 2, via London, Sept,
8.—Represéntatives at Athens of Great
Britain and France this evening pre-
sented to the Greek Governmenti g note
demanding control over the Greek vosts
und telegraphs, and insisting on the
deportation from ‘ireece of agents of
the 2sentral powers. The note reads as
follows:

"By order of their governments, the

- undersigned ‘'minigters of France' and

Great Britain have the honor to bring
fo ng communication to the at--
the Greek Governmert:
“First, the two 2llied governmants,
having from a sure 3ource learnedthat
thelr enemies receiv: informatipn in
divers ways, - and, notably thru the
agency of the Greeck telegraphs, de-
mand the control.of the posts and  tele-
n\gho, including the wireless system.
“Second, ‘enemy agents employed ‘in
corruption and espionege ‘must imme-
diately leave Greece, not to return un-
ti! the conclusion of hostilities.
“Third, necessary measurcs have
been taken against such Greck sub-
jects as rendered themselves guilty of
complicity in the above-mentioned
corruption and espionage” s
The note formed the subject of a
conference between King Constantine,

Premicr Zaimis and Dr. Streit, a for- |

mer minister of foreign affairs It is
understood that there will be no ob-
Jkction on the part of the Greck Gov-
ermmant to acceptance of the Anglo-
French demands,
Greek Attitude Changes.
Events are moving very rapidly to-
wards an early announcement of :a
most important change in the attitude
of Greece. Already Venizelos and anti-
Venizelos newspapers that for a vear
have been accusing each other of trea-
pon, are beginning to preach unity in
the face of the national crisis.
BEx-Premier Venizelos this afternoon
Ennounced his unqualified support of

: the cabinet of Premier Zaimis.

German Submarine Sunk.
Ships of the entente allied fleet sank

a German submarine this morning off
Phaleron. It is claimed by entente
military officers that the undersea
boat had receivéd its supplied from
the Austrian and German ships, which
were seized in the harbor of Piraeus
today by French sailors.

A number of destroyers of.the en-
tente fleet made a careful reconnais-
sance ' ih ‘the neighborhood of the
arsenal this afternooh; They put down
anti-submarine nets and mnosed close
to where the Leémnos and the Kilkis,
formerly the United States battleships
Miesissippi and Idaho, were lying.

It i currently believed here that tn=
| entente fleet desires to  establish. a
naval base at Piraeus as a hase of
supplies for the entente allied armies’
west wing on the Macedonian front,
which could be more easily suppliea
by rail from Piraeus than from Salon-
iki. Should this action prove to be of
military value to the entente powers,
the Greek Government, it is under-
stood, will not object.

Seizure Caused Panic.

The seizure of the  Austrian and
German mecrhant ships at Piraeus
and the occupation by entente troops
of the Greek wireless station last
night (Friday), threw the Austro-Cer-
man residents in Athens, and especi-
ally the agents of the German Govern-
ment, into a panic.

Towards midnight newsboys shout-
ing “extras” in the streets attracted
the employes of Baron Von Schenk,
the director of German propaganda in
Greece, from the hotels in their night
clothes to learn their fate. The im-
possibility of communicating to their
home government by wireless tele-
graphy added to their corsternation.

Diplomats of the entente allies de-
mand that Baron Von Schenk and 60
co-workers in behalf of the central
powers be expelled from Greece. Sev-
eral arrests already have been made,

Ahose taken into custody including the
officers of the interned Austrian and
German ships.

'NOT AGAINST GREECE.

Allies From Enemy Agents.

PARIS, Sept. 3.—It 1is econfirmed
that the ministers of the entente pow-
ers at Athens have -assured Premier
Zaimis that the entente naval demon-
straticn was not directed against
Greece, telzgraphs the Athens corres-
pondent of the Havas News Agency.
The  correspondent adds:

“The enten'e powers aim to 'pro-
tect themselves from the actions of
foreigners who notoriously are their
enemies, and are acting against them.

“The adjournment of the clections
was decided in accordance with the
entente . powers, whose assurances
tranquilized the capital, The develop-
ment of. opinion in favor of the en-
tente poweps is spreading over the en-
tire kingdoin,”

Enemy Offers Determined Re-
sistance to the Russian Ad-
vance on Lemberg.

PETROGRAD, Sept. 3, via London,
40 p.m.—Furious battles are being
fought by Russian and Austro-German
for:r:en near Zlochoff and Halicz, to the
east and southeast of Iemberg fn
(}alicyla, according to this afternoon’s
Russian official statement.

Sir Ernest H. Shackleton has
rescued the members of his antarctic
expedition, who were maropned on Ele-
phant Island. \ ;
Shackleton returned here today with
his men safe and well on’ board the

rescue ship, Yelcho.

Sir BErnest Shackleton - left Punta
Arenas on August 26 with the steam-
ship Yelcho, for a third attempt to
rescued his men, marooned on ¥ie-
phant' Island. {

After the fatlure of hiscAntarctic ex-
pedition, Shackleton, with five mgm-
bers of his crew managed to veach
Port Stanley, Falkland Islands, on v
31, Twenty-two otherds of the crew
were left on Blephant Island on April
9. The first attempt to rescue tnese
men was made in June and the second
attempt in July, both failing on ac-
count of the ice. e '

Vienna Admits Roumanian
Success After Five Days’
Hard Fighting.

GAINS AT ALL POINTS

Bucharest Makes Sweeping
Claims—Serbs Repulse
Another Bulgar Attack.

LONDON, Sept. 3.—The Roumaniap
invaders of Transylvania have achiev-
ed an important success in the region
of Orsova, from which the Austrians
are retreating to the west bank of the
Cerna after five days’ hard fighting.
Bucharest announces that the Rou-

manian offensive is gaining ground at
all points, 3

On the Macedonian front the Bul-
gars have sustained a fresh reverse,
an attack upon the Serbians north-
east of Kukuruz having been repuls-
ed with severe loss.

Roumania’s Sweeping Claims.

An official statement issued at
Bucharest says: “The advance of our
troops continues successfully in all
directions, The rallway stations at
Orsova are under the fire of our artil-
lery. Our losses are slight.”

The Roumanian forces have been
successful in their
Austrians in the important sector
around Orsova, the Austrian official
statement issued yesterday anmnounc-
ing that after five days of heavy
fighting in this region the Austrian
troops were withdrawn to the west
bank of the Cerna River. The text
reads:

‘“Roumanian front: After five days
of heavy fighting near Orsova we
withdrew our troops yesterday to the
west bank of the Cerna.
“Our Danube flotilla sank a Rou-
manijan patrol boat in the Ilower
Danube.”

Germans in Transylvania.

“Private advices from Frankfort de-
clare that 50,000 German troops have
arrived at Klausenburg, Transylvania,
to aesist the Austro-Hungarian troops
in checking the Roumanian drive from
two directions to the northwest of
Bestritz and from the southwestern
border thru Orsova, where it is said
a great battle is now raging for pos-
session of Orsova.”

PARIS, Sept. 3, 10.05 p.m.—The Villages of Forest
and Clery-Sur-Somme and all the German positions be-
tween these two points have been captured by the
French and- British in a joint attack after intense ar-
tillery preparation. More than 2000 prisoners, as we!l
as 12 cannon and 50 machine guns, were taken.

The official statement issued by the war office to-
night, making- this ' announcement, also reported

" The text of thedstatement reads: . .. . .
“North of the Semipe, after artillery preparation,
French infantry, in conjunction with the Britisi army,
attacked shortly before midday the German positions
on a front of about six kilometres (33 miles), reaching
from the region merth ‘of Maurepas to the river, with
remarkable dash, against which the resistance of the
enemy was useless for the moment.

“Our troops swept away large ememy forces and
carried all their objectives. The Village of Forest,
east of Maurepas, and Clery-Sur-Somme are entirely ‘n
our possession.

‘“North of Forest we have taken all the German
trenches along the road from Forest to Combles, as far
as the outskirts of Combles. Between Forest and
Clery-Sur-8omme we also carried all the enemy posi-
tions, and crossed at numerous points the road con-
necting these two places.

“German counter-attacks with heavy forces,
launched against our conquered positions south of
Forest, broke down under the fire of our batteries, and
the enemy retired in disorder, leaving numerous dead.

“Up to the present the number of unwounded
prisoners in our hands exceeds 2000, while the cap-
tured war material includes 12 cannon taken in the
single sector of Forest and 50-machine guns,
