Mrs. saga, 
second on the list, turned $13,489,700 over to 
various worthy causes. The aggregate or 
Carnegie donations waa Sl3,l48,77o. Only a- 
small portion, as recorded, went from each 
for charity, the expenditures being in benaii 
of some phase of educational advancement.
