Passing|
along the Mall, where a dense crowd gath- |
ered, every eye was turned towards the|
gun carriage on which rested the coffin con-i
taining the body of the empire’s late sov-
ereign. Heads were bared and bowed and |
the hearts of the people sorrowed with the
queen mother who followed in the carriage
behind the gun carriage.
