When ques-
tioned by Chief William J. Flynn of the
Department of Justice she denied 4ny
knowledge. of the conspiracy.

The indictment alleges that she “went
to Nashville several months ago with
{Abe Roth, gwho is now tinder $25,000

bail in the Federal Court in Brooklyn
in connection with the conspiracy, where
she received from H. B. Crone, head
chemist of the Old Hickory powder
plant at Jacksonville, 168 ounces of plat-
ipum, valued at $19,000, which Crone
is alleged to have tho]en from the plant.
