 YEARLY REPORTS

St. David’'s Helds Adjourned
Meeting; Congregational Church '
to Contimue. Next Week; St.
Colomba's Aurual Meeting

So varied and numerous are the activ-
fties of St. David’s Presbyterian church
that it was found imposible to complete |
the business of the year at the annual
meeting last week and the deferred busi- i
ness, including the reception of a large |
number of reports, was dealt wtih at an
adjourned -meeting last evening. A. R.:
Melrose presided and James MacMurray |
acted as secretary. i

After conducting the devotional exer- |
cises the minister, Rev. J. A. MacKeigan, '
referred to some of the features of the
church work which had proved their
value. During the year the congregation
had secured. the services of a trained
deaconess and the minister testified to
his appreciation of her quiet and un-
ostentaious, but effective work, which he
regarded as no small contribution to the
moral and spiritual uplift of the city.
Much of her work was of a preventative
character and therefore not at all spec-
tacular but the need for such work was
emphasized by several tragedies which
had occurred among young women in
the city during the year. Mr. Mac- !

among boys carried on under the direc-
tion of A. R. Crookshank, a work of
particular value at a time when war
conditions have encouraged the increase
of juvenile delinquency. That the efforts
of the church on behalf of the soldiers
were worth while, he said, was shown
by the letters of appreciation received
by every mail from soldiers who have
left St. John for the front.. The action
of -the church in supporting their own
misionary in Korea, the work of the Sun-
day school, mission bands and *women’s
organizations were commented on with
warm appreciation by the minister.

The fourteenth annual report of Miss
Jennie Robb, the church’s missionary in
Korea, giving a detailed account of her,
work there, was read by Rev. Mr. Mac-
Keigan, and Robert Reid submitted the
financial report for this work showing
Increased contributions.

| Members Give Lives.

Robert Reid, superintendent, present-
ed the report of the Sunday school,
showing an enrollment of 384, with an
average attendance for the last quarter
of 224, wtih receipts of $320.68 for mis-
sionary purposes and $288.12 for other
purposes. He referred to the fact that
many of the classes are organized as
clubs, that the duplex envelope system
has -been introduced, that a large num-
ber of scholars and two teachers had
enlisted and that three former members
had been killed in action and one. re-
ported missing during the year.

For the boys’ organization, the Knight

| of King Arthur, A. R. Crookshank pre-

sented a report showing considerable
activity, including weekly meetings,
standard efficiency tests, annual camp,
ete. Six of the members are in uniform
and one was killed during the year.

The report of the junior mission
bands told of missfonary and Red Cross
work accomplished and of $87 raised for
foreign and $48 for home missions.

An active year was reported by Mrs.
A. W. Petch on behalf of the Women’s
Missionary Soclety, an organization of
sixty-five active members.

E. H. Cameron reported for the Young
People’s Association that eleven regular
and two special meetings had been held,
the meetings having proved of great in-
terest and value. The year was marked
by the thirtieth anniversary of the so-
ciety.

"The Brotherhood reported three pub-
lic meetings during the year and much
valuable work accomplished, by the per-
sonal work, publicity and ushering com-
mittees and among the boys and soldiers.

The tennis club reported an end of its
activities as a result of the fire which
had destroyed its equipment and a
small .deficit was referred to the trus-
tees board for consideration.

Miss Gladys Fowler reported for the
Young Women’s Band of Willing Work-
ers that the forty-nine members had
raised $148.16 for missionary purposes
and had met regularly for the study of
missfons.

Red Cross Branch.

One of the new organizatiens in con-
nection with the church which' proved
its worth during the year was the St.
David’s branch of the Red Cross Society,
the report of which was presented by
Mrs. C. W. McMulkin. 'The society
had met every Wednesday afternoon,

and during the year had made 671 pairs
of socks, 885 suits of pajamas, 128 hos-
pital shirts, 1,517 towels, besides a iarge
number of other articles for the soldiers.
At the time of the Halifax disaster they
had made a large number of hospital
garments, bandages, children’s garments
and other articles for the sufferers. Their
cutting committee also met each Thurs-
day. Receipts for the year were
$892.16. In ‘adopting the report surprise
and gratification at the extent of the
work accomplished were expressed by
members of the congregation,
