Thaw's Relatives Affected Dif-
ferently By His Escape

NO TRACE OF HIM SINCE

Evelyn Nesbit Seeks Police Pro-
tection Because He is at Large
~—Belief He Will Be Found—

Woman Tells of Escape From
the Asylum

(Canadian Press)
‘ New York, Aug. 18—Harry K. Thaw’s
Snioret han twenty-four hour absence

from the Mattewan asylum for the
eriminal insane, had established - this
forenoon little beyond the fact that he
had escaped and that the State of New
York, in the opinion of those qualified
to speak, had slim chances of extra-
diting him. That he is beyond the
borders of the state was regarded as
certain. With the Connecticut state line
but thirty miles from the asylum walls
he and his conspirators could reach Con-
necticut in about thirty minutes or less.

That the slayer of Stanford White
boarded a yacht (off South Norwalk,
Conn,, was a theory advanced by the
presence; and sailing from there yester-
day afternoon, of a yellow fununelied |
¢raft, but this had not been borne out
today. No trace of Thaw had been |
found in Connecticut, nor were there
clues to his having sped on toward the
Canadian border. When found, and it
was considered today a foregone con-
clusion that he would be found, the
New York authorities, it was said, might
try to force his extradition on one of
two grounds; first, that in escaping he
technically assaulted a keeper; second,
that bribery of some attache of the asy-
lum could be shown. Either of these, it
sustained, would constitute an extradi-
cable offence. . i
“Howard Barnum, the venerable gate!
keeper, past whom Thaw darted through |
the open gaté, remained in jail at Pougl |
keepsie \today. He mainlains that he
was innocent of implication in any plot.

Mother Rejoices; Wife Afraid

In New York Mrs. Mary Copley
Thaw, mother of the fugitive, continued
to: receive wigi at her hotel apart-
ments. Te all she expressed her un-
feignet ¢ at her. son’s escape, mean-
tii 1 denying that the Thaw
family bad any hint of the matter until
newspapermen told them.

Evelyn Nesbit Thaw, lamenting that
her husband is at large, pronounced him
dangerous to the copomunity and applied
for police protection. She recalled his
thgeats to kill her and professed the be-
liet that her presence on the New York
stage at this time had goaded him to
dash for liberty.

One of the clearest accounts of
Thaw’s escape came from Mrs. James
Mahar, a laundress at Mattewan. She
was standing in laundry tower overlook-
ing the yard below. She noticed Thaw
on the roadway outside, and saw two
cars.

*I stayed amthe window longer than |
usual,” she. relates, because I noticed a|
fine big touring car at the bottom of |
Low Railways Hill and I saw another
.fy.tiomobue right close to the yard gate. !
“A 'man was working on the machinery |
and I thought it was o,ﬁ of order. But|
the chugging was so 10ud that I was|
afraid every moment it might start and |
crash through the fence. |

“Then I noticed two big men step |
out. They opened both side doors of |
the car, which looked like a taxicab.
One of the men waved his handkerchief
t. & man who was leaning against the |
open car at the bottom of the hill. !

“Thaw suddenly walked over to the;
gate, and 1 saw Hickey’s milk wagon
coming up the hill. Mr. Hickey was;
driving slowly. As he stopped in front|
of the gate he climbed from his seat.|
“The milkman walked over to the bell|
button and the next moment I heard the |
big gong ring. Then I saw Thaw lean!
against the gate post as Barnum drew |
back the lock and pushed the door open. |

“There goes Harry Thaw,” I shouted!
out of“the window as I saw Thaw slip
past the milk wagon and out of the yard.
The two men  caught Thaw by both'
arms and threw or half dragged him in-|
to the automobile.

chine seemed to jump down the hill and!

FIRST CASE UNDER THE
AMENDED LIQUOR ACT

The first case under the amended
liquor act was heard in the police court
this morning and a liquor dealer fined
$5 for allowing a man of drunken habits
to remain on his premises. The liquor
regulations were amended just prior to
the granting of the licesnes in May last
on the recommendation of the liguor
commissioners, and with a view to hav-
ing the liquor traffic under closer ve-
straint. One. of the principal amend-
mwents was to forbid liguor sellers allow-
ing men of drunken habits to loiter on
their premises. Until the present case
came up no such offence had been re-
ported. This led the magistrate to con-
clude this morning that the regulation is
having a most salutary effect. 'The
liquor dealers, however, complain that
it is very difficult to define a man of
drunken habits and say that the new
regulation is very unfair to them.

|WORK OF RENEWAL OF “®

MATER_AND. SEWERAGE
PPES NEARLY DONE

Under Commission Plan, Year's
Programme is Almost Complete

Already

One of .the advantages of the com-
mission method of carrying on civic
business is shown in the fact that the
water and sewerage deparlment is now
near the completion of the programmeé
of renewals which was mapped out for
this- year while, ander the old system,
the work would seldom be much more
than started by this time.

One of the latest pieces of work und-
ertaken by the department is the re-
newal of the water main in Sydney
street betweén Duke and Britain. The
cxisting pipe is an old one and has been
found in bad, condition. It is badly
clogged by corrosion and with sediment
and 'in some places was entirely block-
ed. The main had been laid in a rather
casual manner and when difficulties in
the form of rocks were struck they
were overcome by the simple expedient
of carrying the pipe around them in-
stead of removing the obstruction, . This
is being remedied while the new pipe
is being laid.

In Canterbury street, where the re-
newal of the water main is almost com-
plete, the pipe has beecn made more ac-
cessible by placing it at a depth of only
six feet below the surface instead of
fourteen feet, as formerly. The old
pipe was laid when the level of 'the
street was eight feet lower and stairs
were needed to make the connection
from Prince William street. As the
street was filled in the pipe was buried
so much deeper. x

While other renewals are being made
twenty fire hydrants of a new type are
being placed.
type which T. McAvity & Sons have
been shipping to western towns for
some years but which are being used
here for the first time. A new feature
is the extra large bowl of the hydrant
which, with the six inch connection
with the main, will give a better force
of water.

Prince Arthur of Connaught
Has Recalled Them

NONE NOW TILL SEPTEMBER

Noted Ring to Be Among Bride's
Presents — Magnificent Gifts to
Manuel and Bride by King and
Queen of England and Queen
Mother

London, Aug. 18—It has reached the
ears of Prince Arthur of Connaugh and
the Duchess of Fife that a very high
price is being offered for tickets of ad-
mission to their wedding, and it is re-
ported in the royal entourage that a
member of the king’s household sold to
the wife of a wealthy stock broker for
$750, six advance tickets which he re-
ceived last week by virtue of his posi-
tion. In consequence of this discovery,
all the advance tickets which had been
issued have been cancelled. None will
ge issued before the middle of Septem-

er.

The tickets  will be marked, “not
transferable,” and the recipients will be
notified that if they desire to give them
away, they will have to return them to
the secretary of the prince or the duch-
ess with the name of the person to whom
th?y wish a ticket to be sent. If the
prince and the duchess do not approve
of this name, the ticket will not be sent.

How-
ever, the Chapel Royal, St. James, has
ben chosen on account of its larger
space. .

“To King Manuel on the occasion of his
marriage, from his affectionate cousins,
King George and Queen Mary, Septem-
ber 8, 1918.” :

Manuel is a gold wine flagon from Queen
Alexandra with the greetings: “For my
dear Manuel, King of Portugal, from his
affectionate Aunt, Alexandra.”
