Mr. Russell’s proposed track will bave 

four Bessemer steel wheels, 3G inches in 
diameter. They will be convex, being 
10 inches through at the axle, and weigh 
1,400 pounds each. The two steel axles 
each weighing a ton, will have two jour­
nals on each end, one on either side 
of the wheel, the journals being 8 
inches in diameter and 10 inches long.
They turn in bushes weighing 25 pounds 
each cast in five parts ; three of brass 
one copper and one tin, and it is claimed, 
will work a lubricant at 800 pounds pres­
sure. Tlie eight housings for the bnshes 
weigh ahont200 pounds each and 
ore 22 by 24 inches.

On these rest eight steel saddles each 
3x6 inches in size, stretching from one 
axle to the other. They weigh 600 
pounds each, and hang on each side from 
the housings at an angle of 60 degrees 

to carry the bolster in the middle of 
the track. This Is a box constructed 
of steel, one inch 5 thick the sides being 
about eight inches deep. It contains 20 
setts of triple spiral steel springs 15 inches 
high, and each capable of sustaining a 
weight of 20 tons.

An arch brace of iron is formed over 
each saddle, and hook braces, kneed on 
the inside, ran longitudinally all of the 
track underneath, to keep the housings 
in position. Iron devices pass over the 
arch brace, through the bolster and hook 
brace and one are up with a nut.

A track of the above dimensions is cal­
culated to carry np to 400 tons, but they 
can be constructed lighter or heavier to 
carry 5 tons or 500 tone as required.
