San Francisco, Oct. 19.—The steamer 
Albatroes is about to undertake the task 
of surveying a route for a submarine 
cable between San Francisco and Hono­
lulu. It was at first feared that the kind 
of wire needed for making the soundings 
could not be’procured in this country,but 
that obstacle has been overcome, and an 
undertaking that has already been de­
layed several months will now be carried 
out The last congress appropriated $25,- 
000 for the purpose, and the Thetis 
assigned to the task. It was then hoped 
to begin it soon after July 1, when the 
appropriation became available, and had 
this been done, it would doubtless have 
been substantially completed by the 
present time.

Sea, and other vessels in the Pacific were 
also occupied with urgdnt duties, so that 
the survey was postponed and will not 
be completed before midwinter, 
this preliminary work is not a part of 
any special scheme nor does it commit 
the government in any way to the enter­
prise of actually laying the cable.
