*T'his 1s an American domestic policy,
of which we of Canada have mno right
to complain, and about which: we are
growing less concerned every year. This
country has neyer enjoyed more pri--
perity than has been vouchsafed to it
since the* Dingley tariff, with its high
and, m some cases, almost prohibitory
duties against Canadian = products, has
been in force; and the situation, far
from growing worse, is improving every
day. 'The people of this eountry will be
glad to extend trade with the United
States. . upon .fair terms, but the time
when the. markets of the Urited States
were essential to their prosperity—if it
ever--existed—has gone by;-and if our
neighbors do mnot believe  reciprocity
would be profitable to themselves, they
are welcome to go their own way in
peace, while Canadians return with ro-
newed energy to the development of
their own resources and industries on
independe¢ nt lines. If reeciprocity alone
were -under consideration, and the Am-
erican commissioners felt nothing could
be done in that way, there would. be no
reason why the conference ‘should bz
protracted for another day, but the con-
gerence is considering the subject of re-
lations between two countries, and, it
may be, the Americans are working for
scme-  concession for which reciprocity
may be regarded as an equivalent. Lord
Herschell is -~ thoroughly acquainted
with the policy of the Imperial gov-
ernment, and it is possible there is some
reason, Imperial rather than Canadian
in its character, for his anxiety to con-
clude the treaty. Upon this we are not
qualified to speak, but we may say with
certainty that Canada is reasonably
satisfied with things as they are, and
there will be no great disappointment in
this country if the cemissioners part
without accomplishing anything but an
exchange of good ‘wishes, and we should
think the best interests of the empire
ought te be identieal with ours in Can-
ada. We cannot-help the empire better
than by helping ¢urselves, and we shall
only injure the empire if we econsent to
anything. which may impair our: own
stréngth™ and independence.” ¥

Judge and Attorney Argue With Pistols
i in a St. Louis Court.

St. Louis, Mo., Dec. 14.—A riot oc-
curred in the first police district court
yesterday, during which Judge Thomas
N. Peabody, on the bench, sat with his
revolver in his hand, while Attorney J.
D. Storts, with a drawn weapon, de-
nounced the judge in unmeasured terms
because of a decision he deciared unfair
to his cliert. The attorney was defending
four women charged with being of ques-
tionable characters and the judge de-
clined to continwe the case for more than
one day. This angered Storts, who drew
his revolver and launched into a lurid
denunciation of the judge. The judge
drew his revolver and called for officers
to throw the attorney out. The officers
responded, and after a ‘battle, during
which the furniture was demolished, the
lawyer was placed behind the bars. The
case was then taken up and the women
fined heavily. JI.ast night, while Judge

three women, supposed to be friends of
Attorney Storts, sprang upon him and
began assaulting him with their fists.
The judge attempted to defend himself,
but was overpowered.. He was being
worsted when his cries attracted a pri-
vate warehouse man, who ran to his
rescue, and his assailants disappeared.
The judge was bruised, but not seriously
injured. Referring to the trouble in the
court: during the day, the judge said:
‘“When Storts made that charge at me
with his revolver, of course 1 was pre-
pared.-for.bim, ard L would.bhaye fired if
it had not been that there were a dozen
persons behind him. I considered that
my lkife was in jeopardy gnd’I meant to
shoot at the first opportunity.”
