Carriers’ Association Has Adopted New 

Freight Charges.

Detroit, Mich., Aug. 20.—The Lake 
Carriers’ Association has decided to 
eliminate the words “going rate” from 
all future charters and fix the following 
rates: From head of Lake Superior to 
Chicago and Lake Erie ports, $2.50; 
Baraga to Grand Maris, Chicago or Lake 
EMe ports, $2.25; White Fish Point to 
Chicago and Lake Erie ports. $2; Geor­
gian Bay to Chicago and Lake Erie 
ports $1.75; Straits Hemlock to Chicago 
and Lake Erie ports, $1.75; P'ine to Buf­
falo, $1.75; Hemlock $2; Straits Cheboy- 
gan and St. Ignace, Pine to Chicago and 
Ohio ports, $1.50; Hemlock, $1.75.
