Montreal, Jan. 9.—Exempting Jules 
Geoffrey, a school teacher, from mili­
tary service today, Mr. Justice Coderre 
said that the profession of teaching 
was only second in national import­
ance to that of the soldier.

On board are eleven officers and 
seven hundred and sixty-three men, 
including forty-eight Maritime Prov­
ince men. Alt have been wounded and 
many are still confined to their cots.

All those on board were eager to 
know of the damage caused by the ex­
plosion, as the first reports that reach­
ed England said that the whole city 
was in ruins. They were surprised to 
find that a portion of the city still re­
mained and questions about the disas­
ter were asked by the hundreds, par­
ticularly by those whose homes are 
here. One soldier, who lives here, had 
sent several cables to his people, but 
as he had received no reply he was 
anxious ever since. He was informed 
that they were safe, and this seemed 
to make a stronger man of him.

TWO WEEKS AGOLondon, Jan. 9.—Repre­
sentatives of British labor is­
sued a manifesto today giving 
whole-hearted support to the 
programme presented in Pre­
sident Wilson's speech yester­
day. The manifesto says that 
"in essential respects it is so 
similar to that which the Bri­
tish labor put forward that we 
need not discuss any points of 
difference in detail.”

The manifesto was adopted 
at a joint meeting of the par­
liamentary committee of the 
trades union congress and the 
national executive committee 
of the labor party. It declares 
that the president’s speech has 
opened peace negotiations and 
that the world awaits proof of 
the sincere desire of the Cen­
tral Powers to carry them to 
a conclusion.

Increase in Submarine Sink­
ings is More Than 

Maintained.

Session. GERMANS FACE MASSACHUSETTS 
HAS CONTRIBUTED 

MILLION DOLLARS
London, Jan. 9.—The Bri­

tish Admiralty reports the 
sinking in the past week 'of 
eighteen merchantmen of 1 ,- 
600 tons or over by mine or 
submarine as well as three 
merchantmen under that ton­
nage. Four fishing vessels 
also were sunk.

The Admiralty statement 
follows :

"Arrivals, 2,085; sailings. 
2,244.

“British merchantmen of 
over 1,600 tons sunk by mine 
or submarine, including two 
previously, eighteen ; under 
1600 tons, including one pre- , 
viously, three.

“British merchantmen un­
successfully attacked includ­
ing two previously, eleven.

"British fishing vessels 
sunk, four."

The Admiralty report of January 
2nd gave the sinkings of British men 
chantmen for the current week ai 
twenty-one, eighteen vessels of 1,600 
tons or over. This was a material In­
crease over the previous week, when 
the sinkings numbered twelve, eleven 
of the vessels more than 1,600 tons. 
Thus the increase in the submarine 
sinkings has been more than maintain 
ed in the past week, as they compris^ 
ed twenty-one merchantmen and four 

' fishing vessels.

and returned to their own line 
with 178 prisoners and some 
machine guns. The German 
war office admits the French 
success in invading the Ger­
man positions, but says the 
French were ejected from 
them in a counter-attack.

ANOTHER BASEBALL 
DEAL ANNOUNCED

The manifesto considers that Presi­
dent Wilson’s declaration in favor of 
open diplomacy and In support of revo­
lutionary Russia, will make his speech 
one of the claseic utterances of allied 
statesmanship during the war, and in 
the detailed programme 
the British labor party "can find no 
point upon which allied democracy is 
likely to disagree.”

The preeident’s reference to the 
freedom of the sea Is welcomed on ac­
count of Its lucidity and breadth of 
definition.

The manifesto, which is signed by 
Arthur Henderson and Charles Wil­
liam Bowerman, labor members of 
parliament, as well as by other repre­
sentatives of labor, was drawn up af­
ter a meeting called to consider Presi­
dent Wilson’s ’ speech. It declares: 
"The spirit of the historic document Is 
«he spirit to which democracy all over 
the world can respond and if K reaches 
the people of the Central Powers, we 
believe it will ralttvigorate the popu­
lar movement towards peace In those 
countries now under the yoke of Prus­
sian militarism and autocracy and give 
ibeir demands for peace a weight and 
authority that cannot be denied.

Sinking of Rewa.
Bristol, Jan. 9—The hospital ship 

ReWa was torpedoed without warning 
an hour before midnight January 4th 
and sank within an hour. According 
to custom the vessel was lighted u* 
after dark Friday evening, so that 
there could be no possibility of sub­
marines mistaking her identity.

The torpedo struck the vessel with a 
terrific crash and was so effective thaï 
there was no chance of saving her, 
There were five hundred and fifty 
persons on board, including thirty 
bed-ridden and a number of soldier» 
suffering from malaria.
