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the fine Colony of Newfoundland, unrivalled as the nursery of hardy scamen, and inexhaus-
tible in its wealth of Risheries, becomes part of the Dominion. ) .

It is with great pleasure that we learn from Your Kxcellency that in accordance with
the suggestion of iler Majesty's Government, an carnest attempt has b en made to allay the
discontent unhappily existing in Nova Seotia, and that the papers connected with this sub-
Ject will be submitted to us for our favorable consideration,

We thank Your Kxcollency for informing us that in continuance of the course com-
menced last Session, Bills will be presonted to us for the assimilation of the Criminal Laws
existing in the sevoral Provinces, and we agree with Your Excellency that no greater boon can
be conferred on a Colony than a well defined code of criminal law, of general application and
casy ascertainment.

We shall give our earncst attention and consideration to the Bills for the cstablishment
of uniform and amended laws respecting Parliamentary Elections, B:mkrustcy and Insolvency,
and Pateats of invention and discovery, which Your KExcellency is pleased to say will be pre-
sented to us amongst other wmeasures ; and also to the important subjects of Banking and
Currency, which Your Excellency informs us will be brought under our notice, as the Char-
ters of several Banks are drawing to a close. .

In considering these questions, which so deeply affect, not only the important interests of
Commerce, but the daily transactions of life, we will endeavor to adopt such principles as, in
their applioation, may cnsure the greatest measure of safety to the Public, without curtailing
the fucilities requisito for the encouragement and extension of Trade.

We thank Your Kxccllency for the confidence with which you have committed to our
deliberate judgment, the variety of topics you have cnumerated as being of moment and press-
Ing for decision within the limits of the Sossion; and we unite with Your Excellency in
earnestly hoping that a blessing may attend our counsels and enable us to discharge, with
dignity and effeot, the great trust to which the order of Providence has called us.

Which said Address being read by the Clerk, was unanimously agreed to,
Ordcred, That the said Address be eugrossed, and that the same be signed by the
Honorable the Speaker.

Ordered, That the said Address be presented to His lxcellency the Governor General
by those Members of this House who are Members of the Privy Counecil.
