55. Where a Bill passed by the Houses of the Parliameut is presented Royal Asseut
to the Governor General for the Queen's Assent, he shall declare, to Bills, &c.
according to bis Discretion, but subject to the Provisions of this Act and
to Her Majesty's Instructions, either that lie assents thereto in the
Queen's Name, or that lie withholds the Queen's Assent, or that he
reserves the Bill for the Signification of the Queen's Pleasure.

56. Where the Governor-General assents to a Bill in the Queen's Disailowance

An Entry of every such Speech, Message, or Proclamation shall be
made in the Journal of each House, and a Duplicate thereof duly attested
shall be delivered to the proper Officer to be kept among the Records of
Canada.
