
And the President of the United States bas appointed on the part of the United
States as Commissioners in a Joint High Commission and Plenipotentiaries, Hamilton
Fish, Secretary of State; Robert Cumming Schenck, Envoy Extraordinary and Minister
Plenipotentiary to Great Britain; Samuel Nelson, an Associate Justice.of the Supreme
Court of the United States; Ebenezer Rockwood Hoar, of Massachussetts; and George
Henrv Williains, of Oregon;

And the said Plenipotentiaries, after having exchanged their full powers, which were
found to be in duc and proper form, have agreed to and concluded the followiig
Articles

Whereas differences have arisen between the Goverancnt of the United States and the
Government of Her Britannie ilajestv, and still exist, growing out of the acts committed
bv the several vessels which have given rise to the claims generally known as the
"Alabama Claims:"

And whereas Her Britannie Majesty lias authorized Her High Commissioners and
Plenipotentiaries to express, in a friendly spirit, the regret felt by Her Majesty's Govern-
ment for the escape, under whatever circumstances, of the "Alabaia" and other vessels
from British ports, and for the depredations conmitted by those vessels :

Now, in order to remove and adjust aill complaints and claims on the part of the
United States, and to provide for the speedy settlement of such claims, which are not
admitted by 1Her Britannic Majesty's Government, the High Contracting Parties agree that
all the said claims, growing out of acts committed by theafore said vessels, and generally
known as the "Alabama" claims, shall be referred to a Tribunal of Arbitration to be
composed of five Arbitrators to be appointed in the following manner, that is to say: one
shall he named by Her Britannic Majesty; one shall be named by the President of the
United States; His Majesty the King of Italy shail be requested to name one; the
President of the Swiss Confederation shall be requested to name one; and His Majesty
the Emperor of Brazil shall be requested to name one.

In case of the death, absence, or incapacity to serve of any or either of the said
Arbitrators, or in the event of either of the said Arbitrators omitting or declining or
ceasing to act as such, 1Her Britannic Majesty, or the President of the United States, or
Bis Majesty the Ring of Italy, or the President of the Swiss Confederation, or His Majesty
the Emperor of Brazil. as the case may be, may forthwith name another person to act as
Arbitrator in the place aind stead of the Arbitrator originally named by such head of a
State,

And in the event of the refusai or omission for two months after receipt of the
request from either of the High Contracting Parties of His Majesty the King of Italy, or
the President of the Swiss Confederation, or His Majesty the Emperor of Brazil, to name
an Arbitrator either to fill the original appointment or in the place of one who may have
died, be absent, or incapacitated, or who may omit, decline, or from any cause cease to act
as such Arbitrator, His Majesty the King of Sweden and Norway shall be requested to
name one or more persoas, as the case may be, to act as such Arbitrator or Arbitrators.

ARTICLE Il.

The Arbitrators shall meet at Geneva, in Switzerland, at the earliest convenient day
after they shall have been named, and shall proceed impartially and carefully to examine
and decide all questions that shall be laid before them on the part of the Governments of
Her Britannic Majesty and the United States respectively. Ail questions considered by
the Tribunal, including the final award, shall be decided by a majority of all the
Arbitrators.

Each of the High Contracting Parties shall also name one person to attend the
Tribunal as its Agent to represent it generally in all matters connected with the
arbitration.

ARTICLE III.

The written or printed case of each of the two Parties, accompanied by the documents,
the official correspondence, and other evidence on which each relies, shall be delivered in
duplicate to each of the Arbitrators and to the Agent of the other Party as soon as niay bc
after the organization of the Tribunal, but within a period not exceeding six months from
the date of the exclhange of the ratifications of this Treaty.
