Alternatives do exist, The
Students’ Council has a proposal
they will submit based on the SU
policy on tuition as' set in the
constitution.

“The basic theme of our
paper is that the ability for all
Albertans to be able to attend'
university should be the prime
concert ~f the Board, says Soper
who will present the alternative as
a student representative on the
Board, " therefore the paper asks
for the Board to forward a policy
that tuition fees should be frozen
until a study on accessibility has
been completed.”

Lunney says that if such a
policy is accepted at the govern-
ment livel, Student Aid must be
revamped in the prdvince. Stu-
dent Aid here has been described
as being the most outdated in the
country.

“To continue to raise tuition
and index tuition without Student
Aid, more and more students may
be put in the position of not
attending university,” she says.

Whatever comes of the
decision on Friday's Board of
Governors’ meeting, the Students’
Union wants it mdde clear that
they do not advocate a system of
tuition indexing.

“The administration and
government are wrong if they
think this kind ofi political ad-
ministrative tool ‘ist‘going to
silence students in the' future on
the question of tuition fees,” says
