No 624, SUrrendered, co ns lets of Seo 2 4, Tp 2 0 H.2 4 W of I.M.,

set apart as a Fishing station for the Indians of Way-Way-See- 
cappo Bend by 0.0. I9th October,1894. The Indians fere to 

surrender a portion of their original Reserve in payment

for this. They afterwards declined to do so. A surrender

was then taken before It could be disosed of.
