were not as they should be In some 
northern districts, he said, and he 
urged the Government to Investi­
gate all complaints of abuse.

In the main sleeping room 
at the House, he reported, more 
than 200 men were accommodated, 
and the only ventilation came from 
seepage of air through closed win­
dows and a single exhaust fan at 
one end of the room.

“I am told that the men them­
selves are responsible for keeping 
the w.indows closed, but I still think 
there should be steps taken to en­
sure ventilation and circulation of 
air regardless of whether the win­
dows are closed or not,” Alderman 
Saunders remarked.
