The
prisoner’s brother was present. O’Donnell
appeared calm. After addresses for the
defence and prosecution the judge
delivered his charge, when the jury retired
and returned in four minutes with a ver-
dict of wilful murder. The judﬁe then
fused the sentence of death in the usual

London, Dec. 2—To-day O'Donnell cor-
versed freely with the warders, He ex-

ressed no surprise at the verdict, although
Ee confessed that the jury’s hesitation in-
spired him with bope that he might escape
the extreme penalty. He still maintains
that he is innocent of murder.

The prisoner will probably remain at
Newgate, where he will be hanged prob-
ably December 17th. Ample precautions
have been taken to preveut rescue, Two
