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Feeding off Pasture Land.

“ Leis ceriainly advantageous (o pastures,”
says Thaer, “i0 remove the catile from
them now affid then, in order that ibe grass
may have time to recover iisell. For th:s
ressou, oo the best conducted farms, the
pasture land is divided into two separate
parts. The animals which require the most
succulent and nourishing food are first
turned to each separate division; and after
they are remoypd, the other kinds, which
need smaller quantity of nutriment, are fed
there,_ By this means the whole of the grass
is eaten, thoese kinds to which cattle are
least partial with the rest.—The berbage is
then left to recover itself for a sufficient
nime, and afierwards the first herd is agam
allowed to feed upon ir.”
The system poesesses decided advantages
over the practice of suffering the catile 10
wander over the whole extent of pasiure
ground. If the spsce is large, a great deal
of herbage 18 spoiled or destroyed by the
wrampling of the cattle; the pasturage 1s
never uniformly eaten off, but some portions
are left 10 grow until it becomes dry and
hard. The luxariant but distasieful herbage
is constantly increasing, and in time crowds
out the finer kinds, already lessened by be-
ing cropped so ciosely aond continually.
Anoher advaantage is, that the stock are
