Buckwheat—Its Effects upon the 
Soil and Future Crops.

A correspondent of the Country Gentleman 
gives acme experiments in the cultivation of 
buckwheat, that every farmer should know and 
understand. We believe it • pretty well-esta­
blished feet that com does not succeed well after 
buckwheat. Several case» of the kind have come 
to our knowledge, in which the crop of com wee 
unaccountably deficient, from no other cause than 
the deleterions, or exhausting effects of the pre­
ceding crop of buckwheat : “ Several years ago 
I turned in a light crop of grate, the last off une, 
end towed the sward to buckwheat, end bad a 
heavy crop. The next year I manured the same 
field well, and planted to com. It came up fee­
bly, looking pale end sickly for all the first part 
of the summer, but seemed to recover in a mea­
sure toward the latter part, but did not mature 
before the first bard frosts, so as to make a fair 
crop of sound com—s fair growth of fodder with 
an undue proportion of soft com. Not thinking 
the previous crop had much to do with the fadure 
of the one following, and liking a crop of forty 
bushels per acre of buckwheat, which ia good 
swine feed, I repeated the same process within e 
year or two after, and with the same results. I 
then made up. my mind that buckwheat is not 
only an exhausting crop, but that it leaves the 
soil unfit for a good crop after it, till it can re­
cover from the deleterious effects of the buck­
wheat It seemed to create an acidity in the 
soil, for I noticed, before plowing the next Spring, 
that eoml started up plentifully. I abandoned 
the growth of buck wheat from that time, and have 
never found any other crop that left the soil un­
fit for a good crop of com, with proper prepara­
tion and culture. In my case, I lost more on the 
com crops than the whole value of the buck­
wheat A crop that will create a cold acidity in 
the soil, so as to sensibily affect the one follow­
ing, is unfit to be grown upon a good soil 
Buckwheat will thrive fairly on rather poor, 
sandy, and gravelly soils, if the season is not too 
dry. If I had such land, and were desirous of 
cultivating this crop, I would put it on this kind 
of soil once in two years, letting it rest the alter­
nate year, but never upon a good soil, designed 
for com the following year. No crop that ex­
hausts more than the value of the crop, can be 
a good crop in the long run, on good, productive

Climbing Vines__ A neat method of support­
ing climbers, is to take a atrip of two inch plank, 
two inches wide, plained the full length of the 
board, and painted green, which act firmly in the 
ground. Next, obtain from a wooden-ware or 
toy «tore, two children’s hoops, one the largest, 
and the other the smallest you can find. Now 
suspend the small one as near the top of the pole 
aa possible, by strings, and fasten the large one 
close to the ground. Plant your seeds around

Paraffine.—Most bituminous substances, 
when treated by distillation and other refining 
processes, yield a beautiful white substance, re­
sembling sperm, called paraffine, which name it 
has received on account of iu inert character 
when brought into contact with a great number 
of corrosive agents. Sulphuric add. which con­
verts wax and spermaceti into a blackened mass, 
has no effect upon it at ordinary temperatures ; 
and nitric add, which oxidise» nearly all organic 
bodies with great rapidity, exert» no action upon 
paraffine except at very elevated temperature». 
The strong alkalies, potash and soda, which 
convert oils and fata into soap, do not exert such 
set ion upon paraffine. It is aa white as the 
purest bleached wax, and it makes candles .of 
great illuminating power. It ia obtained in the 
greatest quantities from the oils oft 
cannel coal.—Scientific American.

recant vint to Clones, Australia, he took samples 
of the refuse eulphnret of gold washings belong­
ing to three companies, and obtained from them 
gold at the rate of 25 ox. 5 dwL, 29 ox. 9 dwL, 
and 30 ox. per tun.

Steel Bells.—Steel composition bells hare 
been in use for eighteen months, and appear to 
give general satisfaction. The M. E. Church in 
East Bloomfield, N. Y., has one, and the pastor 
of the Church, Rev. A. F. Morey, says, “ It can 
be heard at a distance of five or six miles. The 
more we use it the better we like it” The low 
price of these belle places them within reach of 
Churches who are unable to procure the more 
costly bronze article. They are sold m this city 
by Brown & White.

An Interesting Experiment.—Two hun­
dred pounds of earth were dried in an oven and 
afterward put into a large earthenware vessel ; 
the earth was then moistened with rain-water, 
and a willow-tree, weighing fire pounds, was 
placed therein. During the space of five years 
the earth was carefully watered with rain-water, 
or pure water. The willow grew and flourished. 
and to prevent the earth being mixed with fresh 
earth, or dust blown into it by the wind, it was 
covered with a small metal plate, perforated with 
a great number of small holes, suitable for the 
free admission of air only. After growing in 
the earth for five years, the willow-tree was re­
moved, and found to weigh 109 pounds and 
about three ounces. The leaves which fell from 
the tree every Autumn were not included in this 
weight The earth was then removed from the 
vessel, again dried in the oven, and afterward 
weighed ; it was discovered to have lost only 
about two ounces of its original weight ; thus, 
104 pounds of lignum or woody fiber, bark, 
rooto, etc., were certainly produced, but from 
what source ?—Uriflith't Chemixtry of the Sea-

The Loccst for Bee Pastures.—A corres­
pondent of the Bee Journal says: “ In setting 
out ornamental trees, it is surely worthy one’s at­
tention to have regard to their honey-producing 
power, and to select, with this end in view, those 
blooming at different times, rather than all of 
one kind, or those blooming at the same time.
In Southern Ohio, bees, some years, gather a 
large portion of their sulphus honey from the lo­
cust. Their industry during the yield from the 
locust ie surprising. Where the trees grow in 
great numbers, they almost abandon all other 
sources of supply.”

Wheat for a Barrel of Flour.—The ques­
tion is often asked, how much wheat does it take 
to make a barrel of flour ? At the Annual Fair 
of the Dubuque County Agricultural Society in 
I860, a premium of <13 was offered for the best 
barrel of flour made from Winter wheat, and al­
so the same for spring wheat. James Pratt & Co., 
of the Rockdale Mills, entered one barrel of each, 
accompanied with the statement that 16 buahels 
of Winter wheat yielded 3 barrels and 103 
pounds of flour—at the rate of 4 bushels and 15 
poundsjof wheat to the barrel. Of Spring wheat,
50 bushels yielded 11 barrels of flour—being 
4 bushels and 32 pounds per barrel. The 
wheat used was of a fair quality, and no more.

Horse Beds.—A hard-working horse requires 
• good bed, in order that he may rest and recruit 
for his next day's labor. Few owners, or rather 
those who have the care of horses, give as much 
attention to this as it deserves. Straw, broken 
in a threshing machine, is the best bedding that 
can be used ; and the next best is sawdust A 
good bed for a horse should cover the entire 
floor of his stall ; should be a little the highest at 
the sides and at the head. Some permit their 
animals to rest on the here floor. Such persons 
should be compelled some cold night, to a sim­
ilar bed, as a just penalty. Ever afterward, our 
word for it, their horses would get good beds.

Remedy for Ring-Worms.—The North Brit- 
tish Agriculturist says that the disease usually 
known as ring-worm, or tetter, which shows it­
self about the head and neck of young cattle, in 
the form of whitish dry «curve spots, can be re­
moved by rubbing the parte affected with inodine ! known to be struck by atmospheric electricity,

Underground Railroad.—A subterranean 
railway is now in an advanced state of construc­
tion, running about four and a half miles under 
the city of London. It commences at Victoria- 
street, in the midst of what was formerly a disre 
putable thoroughfare, but ia now a common cen­
ter for the Great Northern, the London, Chatham 
and Dover, and the Metropolitan lines. From 
that point it passes eastwardly, having a large 
number of intermediate stations. On the occa 
sion of a recent trip made through a portion of 
its length, the air was found to be perfectly sweet, 
and free from all unpleasantness or dampness. 
The locomotives used condense their steam and 
consume their own smoke, so that neither gas 
nor vapor is perceptible. The surface of the 
rails is made ol steel It is expected that the 
road will be opened shout the middle of June.— 
Scientific American.

Discovery in Centrai. Asia.—Some British 
officers who undertook an overland expedition 
from India to China, have discovered that the 
Yang-tze is navigable to a point not more than 
two hundred miles distant from the stream of the 
river of British India, the Burrampooter, which 
pours its waters into the Bay of Bengal, mark­
ing out a future possible route of inland trade 
and intercourse of the highest importance to both 
countries.

Fossil-—The fall of a portion of the cliff near 
Hastings, England, has revealed a slab of stone 
bearing on its surface a clean impression of the 
foot of a gigantic bird, which is supposed^ have 
been at least twelve feet high. There are nume­
rous other impressions, more or less perfect, of 
the same bird’s claws.

A Romish Cause of Rejoicing.—The Arch­
bishop of Toulouse has determined on a jubilee 
to commemorate “ the glorious event ” which 
occurred in that city three hundred years ago. 
Now, the glorious event referred to by the Arch­
bishop is a massacre of four thousand Protestants 
by the Roman Catholics on the 17th May, 1562, 
in direct violation of the capitulation sworn to 
by both parties on the evacuation of the city of 
Toulouse by the Protestant inhabitants. Re­
calling the most horrible souvenirs of French 
history is what the Archbishop of Toulouse calls 
“ renewing the chain of the past.”

To Cure Diptheria.—A gentleman, who 
has administered the following remedy for dip­
theria, informs us that it has always proved 
effectual in affording speedy relief : Take a com­
mon tobacco pipe, place a live coal within the 
bowl, drop a little tar upon the coal, and let the 
patient draw smoke into the mouth and discharge 
it through the nostrils. The remedy is safe and 
simple, and should be tried whenever occasion 
may require. Many valuable lives may be saved, 
our informant confidently believes, by prompt 
treatment as above.

The Beech Tree.—The beech tree ia said to 
be a non-conductor of lightning. So notorious 
is the fact, that the Indians whenever the sky- 
wears the appearance of a thunder-storm, leave 
their pursuits and take refuge under the nearest 
beech tree. In Tennessee the people consider it 
complete protection.
