MEMORANDÚUM.

The.Dologates from Nova Scotia andNecv Brunswick and the Governimont
of Canada having under consideration the report of the lonorable tho
Finance Minister of Canada of tlic 8th September, instant, on the subject of
Tnter-colonial Reciprocity, agree-

. That the fre interchange of goods, the growth, produce and manu-
facture of the Provinces, and uniformity of tariff, are considered to bo an
indispensable consequenco of the construction ôf the Intor-colonial Railway.

II. But that in consequence of the recent diminution of the revenues of
the respective Provinces arising out of the war in the neighboring republic,
and the increased liabilities incurred by the additional obligations necessary
to the construction of the proposed road, the delegates fron New Brunswick
and Nova Scotia regret that they are not at this moment in a positioi to
adopt measures to carry this important principle into practicle, effect.
