district.

The Winnipeg ledge has been nncov-
ered for a distance of 700 feet by open
cuts all ‘the way from 10 to 50 feet in
length and from 5 to 15 feet deep, the
lead showing up strong at every point
from 214 to 5 teet in wi th and between
between well defined walls. In the last
open cut the showing was so favorable
that it was determined to gink a shaft
here, and the work has proceeded to a
depth of 20 feet. The ledge is perpen-
dicular, and the double compartment
shaft is being sunk on the contact.

The ore is & solid pyrrhotite in about
equal proportion 10 live quartz heavily
loaded with peacock copper, copg:r
sulphides and iron pyrites. A number
of assays from this ore show not less
than $100 in gold. About 18 inches from
the main ledge and dipping sli%htly to-
ward it, is a parallel ledge of the same
character of ore and about six inches
wide. Running through the diorite that
separates these ledges, are gheets of
native copper which may be gcaled off in
flakes an inch in diameter.

It is the intention to continue sinkin
this shaft and to run the first level at
depth of 150 feet.

Were this the only showing upon the
Golden ‘Orown it would still merit the
claim of being a first-class property, but
in all nine distinct leads have been ex-
posed by crosscuts and prospect shafts.
All lie parallel to each other and extend
across the claim in a formation of gran-
ite and diorite. The first work ‘done
upon the claim by W. J. Porter, its
locater, was a shait upon one of these
leads, from which assays as high as $600
have been obtained.
