New Alaska Railroad.

Advices received from'Valdes, Alas
ka, give details of one of the most gi-
gantic railroad projects yet undertaken
in the north. This is the construction
of a road, 400 miles .in. length, from
Valdes to REagle City, or some other
point on the Vukow river. The lead-
ing spirit of the enterprise is M. J.
Heney, who, with H. T. Harper and
S. Murchison, sailed for the north on
the steamer Bertha, wihch left Seattle
on June 1oth. The i10ad will be fi-
nanced by New York and London cap-
‘italists. The cost of the line will be,
it is estimhated, $8,000,000, or an aver-
age ot $20,000 for each mile of road.

The road wili follow the valleys of
the Copper and Tanana rivers, and the
route, it is claimed, is quite feasible,
and will present no great engineering
feats. Mr. Heney took with him assis-
tants and a complete camping and
cruising outfit, In addition he took a
steam laonch with which to cruise in
the waters in the neighborhood of Val-
des for fayorable terminals, the plan
being to take soundings and obtain a
good depth of watér, with other neces-
/| sary harbor accessories, He also has
‘packhorses and all the necessary equip-
ment for cruising through the country
the line will traverse,

It is his intention to geo over the
entire line of road the present summer,
and while a surveying  party will ac-
company the expedition, the trip will
pot be in the nature of a preliminary
survey, but rather to rudely locate bar-
riers which will have to be overcome
or avoided, and in a general way to in-
dicate the course for the preliminary
survey.  Indiap guides and helpers
will be employed at Valdes, and Mr.
Heuey believes that he can success”
fully cover the entire route eof the
road, and form an spproximate idea of
the regions it will permeate before the

' Yitkon Dredger.
Seattle, July 3.~In the completion
Fof the river steamer Clara— Hawse,
which has been launched at Heckman
& Hansen's Ballard shipyards, the pre-
parations have almost been finished for
one of the Jongest cruises through Al-
aska rivers yet proposed. In the Clara
Hawse, which is only 45 feet in léngth,
W. E. Howell and A. Hall, of Bostom,
with a party of several men, will ex-
plore most of the Yukon tributaries in
seafch of placer gold diggings.

The Clata Hawse is fitted with a
stern wheel, Scotch maripe boilers and
every contrivance which wonld insure
the safety of the vessel in steaming up
the rivers, in many - cases unusually
dlmcu[t to navigate,

The steamer is 45 teet in length, six-
teen feet beam and when loaded will
draw ony two feet und six inches of
water, It will be shipped up to St
Michael on one of the steamers and
there lannched, From St. Michael the
patty will  proceed up the Yukon to a
point which: has already been agreed
upon and then will commence opera-
tions. During the winter, when the
steamer is frozen in, the party will
ptospect the surrounding country.

The cost of the trip and inm fact the
money for the whole proposition is be-
ing furnished by Boston capitalists.
The steamer itself cost ‘a~ small "for-
tune and the expenses of outfitting the
party amount to a large sum.

Fuel for the steamer can be secured
as the party advances on the trip. As
often as necessary timber can be sawed
from the banks and enough taken
aboard and when that 1s exbausted the
operation can be repeated.

The leaders of the - party are both
experienced prospectors ‘and mining
men, Mr. Howell has been employed
in Mexico, prospecting and develop-
ing, for séveral years, Mr. Hall is a
doinpetent prospector.
