Death of Joshua Freeman,

THE OLDEST RESIDENT OB HALTON 
COUNTY.

(Hamilton Times.)
Joshua Freeman was born in Am- 

h rst, Nova Scotia, in the year 1809, 
and esme with his parents to the 
county of Hulton in 1815, who settled 
in Nelson, near what was theiKjVel- 
lington Square, but now Burlington 
On the homestead then chosen Mr 
Freéman spent the last 77 years of his 
life. There were 14 children in his 
father’s family, and ho was the last, 
outliving all the others. Mr. Free­
man belonged to an old historic fam­
ily in Nova Scotia. His father came 
from Yorkshire, England, about the 
year 1765, ami settled at the head of 
the Bay of Fundy, but afterwards re­
moved to the town of Amherst (lis 
mother was a Black of the same tow*. 
and was a sister of Rev. Wm. Black 

In the year 1833 M r. Freeman mar­
ried Miss Mary Smith, daughter of 
Mr. Thomas Smith, of Folialet, Car­
digan county, Wales. Ten children 
came to too home, five of whom have 
passed on before. Mrs. Freeman died 
in the year 1888. There are inci­
dents of history and romance in con­
nection with the late Mrs. Freoman 
which are nut generally known. She 
was born in Wales, and was closely al­
lied with some of the nob e English 
families, being a niece of the late Lord 
Carrington, aim was heiress to courid* 
arable pr-.perty. At the age of 8 
years she was abducted and sent to 
Upper Oanadof and was not discov­
ered till af',er her marriage to Mr. 
Freeman. A journey to England was 
necessary before al doubts as to her 
identity were set at rest. The tenac­
ity and exactness of her memory 
served her in good stead, and she fully 
satisfied all legal demands, thereby es­
tablishing her claim tv her patrimony. 
In what is known as the rebellion of 
1837’ the subject of this sketch took 
a very active part. His sympathy 
with W. Lyon McKenzie and tho e 
acting with him in their efforts to cast 
off the yoke of the ‘Family Compact’ 
was very pronounced and influential 
to a a large degree. He allied him­
self from deep conviciion with the Re 
formers of that day, and to the time 
of his death maintained a steady, con* 
- latent, political course. ' He ri*-parteu 
this life in the abundant satisfaction 
of the blessings of tho atonement—at 
peace with God and the whole *oild, 
in the 85. h year of hie age. II is fu­
neral took place from his late resi­
dency Freeman, or. Thursday after­
noon, 28th April.
