DR. COOK AT 
NORTH POLE.

Wire* He He* Placed the Stan end 
Stripes ea It.

Lieat Shackletoe Think* It Quite 
Possible Coek We* Tkere.

Duke of Abruxzi Thoughtx Cook 
Wes Mua te Succeed.

San Joee, OU., Sept. J. Mlrtz,
wife of a Redlands capitalist, is said by 
Father Richard Glees on, President of the 
Santa. Clara College, to bave received a 
cablegram yesterday from Dr. Frederick 
A. Cook announcing the success of his 
Polar expedition.

Mrs. Martz came to San Jose on Mon­
day to enter her son as a student in 
the college. Yesterday' according to 
Father G lee son, she telephoned him to 
tell him the news she had received. The 
message she read to him was as follows:

“Have placed the Stare and «tripes 
on the North Pole.”

She explained it was from Dr. Cook, 
and bad been sent in àccordanoe with an 
agreement between them that he wx>*d 
let her have the first* news of his ex- 
putition. 9

SHACKLETON TALKs!
London, Sept. 2.—After reading a brief 

summary of Dr. Frederick A. Cook’s ac­
count of his dash to the North Pole, 
Lieut. Ernest H. Shackleton, who recent­
ly fed an expedition to the South Polar 
regions, said that nobody had anv right 
to be skeptical. There waa nothing in 
the explorer’s statement but what was 
possible after he got within 200 miles 
of the Pole, and after reaching the Pole, 
and after getting back to Sodd I*and, 
there wae nothing to prevent jbt. Cook 
living with the Eskimos until this year.

“Consequently,” the lieutenant con­
tinued, “I do not think the time it took 
him to return is against hie statement. 
The question is, what distance was he 
actually from the Pole when he started 
with his Eskimos? He must have done 
12 milee a day to cover the distance 
given in 35 days. No other expedition 
has been able to do anything near this. 
In the north one or two miles a day ii 
considered good progress, but Cook must 
have travelled over absolutely smooth 
ice, which ÿ a condition that is unique.”

Lieut. Shackleton’e statement is based 
on the reporte that Dr. Cook was at 
Cape Hubbard on March 17. and that he 
reached the Pole on April 21, 1908. Cape 
Hubbard is at the northernmost point 
of Grinnell’s Island, and said to be be­
tween 300 and 400 miles from the Pole.

To cover this distance in 35 days Dr. 
Cook would have had to travel kt the 
rate of from ten to thirteen miles a day. 
DUKE OF ABRU?ZI ON DISCOVERY.

Rome, Sept. 2.—The Duke of the 
Abruzjsi, since hie own Arctic expedition 
in 1900, has been keenly interested in 
Polar exploration, and before he left for 
the Himalaya Mountains he expressed 
the opinion that Dr. Frederick A. Cook 
wae “perhaps the man destined to accom­
plish this great feat," which may be the 
greatest achievement of the twentieth 
century.” He based his opinion on what 
he heard of Dr. Cook's former journeys 
and his preparations for thiT one.

In a letter received recently at Turin 
from the Duke, the royal explorer asked 
if, anything was heard, and expressed 
the belief that he would surpass all his 
predecessors on the road to the Pole.

New York, Sept." 2.—Infatuated With 
his twelve-year-^jd stepsister, Stella ; 
Freedman, and almost insane because 
the girl refused to marry him, Arthur ;

She was large for her age, with 
dark hair and eyes and the clear, though 
dark, complexion of a child. He bought 
her a fine silk handkerchief for her birth­
day and from then on was assiduous in 
his devotion. So insanely jealous did he 
become that" he begrudged every moment 
the girl spent apart from him and finally 
decided that they must marry at once.

Stella, however, was sensible. “For 
why should I marry with you?” . she 
would say. “I want to be‘just a. girl 
and have good times yet, like other girls. 
Sure I love with you, but I love with vou 
like brothers and sisters, not like mar­
ried peoples." That was when she took \ 
him seriously, sometimes she derided his 
pleadings, and then Arthur was almost 
crazy.

Stella attended the public school 
across the street from her home at 1985

After walking about 
the shop nervously for a few moments he 
leaned across the counter.

“Stella, have you decided for sure 
whether you will marry me or not?" he 
asked. .

“Oh, you go away, you make me tir­

He looked at her for a minute without 
saying anything and then, picking up his 
hat, lie said to Mrs. YY’interstein; “Xam 
tired to-day too, mother; let yg" go 
home." %Thcn he waited for her to pre­
cede him out of the shop.

Just as he reached the street he pulled 
the revolver from his pocket and fired .: 
three shots in quick succession across the 
counter at the girl. She fell with • bullet 
in her breast, another in her shoulder 
and the third in her thigh. Mrs. Reich- 
ard tried to seize his arm and--he'fired 
his two remaining shots at her, but bliss­
ed. Then he walked slowly out of the 
store, (he crowd which the firing had 
gathered making way for him, and see­
ing Policemen Carr and Prazak, of the 
East 104th street station, walking, .to­
ward him he went to meet them.
