Dr. Holland first won 
the hearts of the people muter the 
now deplume of Timothy Tilcoinb, 
which be adopted, when Associate 
Editor of the Springfield Republican, 
and over • hicli lie wrote lus most 
populs so works,—‘Letters to the 
Young, ‘Gold Foil,’ ‘Lessons itiLiic,’ 
and others. His poems, ‘Kathriua,’ 
‘Bitter Sweet,’ ami many minor 
lyrics, though not in the first rank, 
aie sweet and true and healthy in 
tone, and caught the popular car in a 
very remarkable degree. ‘N’cholas 
Miuturii,’ ami ‘Arthur Boiniicastlc,’ 
the best known among his novels, 
have the characteristics always looked 
for in his work, an unmistakable 
ring ot sincerity, a glow oi warmth 
of heart and loving kindness, and an 
all-perveaing quality ot robust man­
liness. He had true reverence for his 
art, and abhorred slovenly haste; but 
set not the form above the matter,nor 
was enamoured of sound for souu d’ 
sake.

It was as head and heart of Scrib­
ner's Magazine that Dr. Holland 
was most potent in his influence over 
American letters. His energy and 
wisdom and preseverauce raised that- 
publication to its position of chief 
among periodicals. llis breadth and 
liberality of thought gave to it that 
freshness of tone, and “modernity"’ 
for which it is noted. His discrimin­
ating criticism,kindly encouragement, 
and generous appreciation called 
forth and fostered a great part ol the 
best work done on this continent dur­
ing the last few years, and has sur 
rounded “Scribners” with a staff of 
rising authors who are the pride of 
the present day and the well ground­
ed hope of the future. Perhaps from 
among these his place on the publica­
tion which ho directed may be tilled, 
hut bis place in many thousand beans 
will remain vacant.

ALNWICK NOTES.

To the Editor of thé Star,
Sir."—The Election for Councillors in 

this parish is" over, and Romain Savoy, 
Esq., and Alexander Marlin, Esq., werè 
elected by acclamation.

This rooming we had a heavy snow­
storm; there is seven inches of snow up­
on the ground and for this time of year it 
lias" a very wintery appearance: In this 
parish more than half of the potatoes 
are in Ihe ground, and some farmers 
have as many ns five hundred bushels to 
save as yet: the crop will amount to a 
little more than half of that of last year, 
The rest of the crops are very fair.

I have read in a weekly paper printed 
in your town the following information 
respecting affairs in this Parish: —

“A Mistake:—It is said that the Re­
visors of Votes for Alnwick intend to 
meet on the 20th instead of the 25th 
inst.,for the purpose of adjudicating upon 
the names to be added to or stricken from 
the electoral list of the parish. There 
must be some mistake about the rivnor 
as any such meeting on the 20th or on 
any other day but the 25th (unless the 
latter was on Sunday) would bs ille­
gal.”

I would say that, nothwithelanding 
the Legal advice of the Editor, the re- 
visors of this Parish will meet on the 
20th as the law requires—for the pur­
pose of .adjudicating, adding or striking 
off names to or from the list of qualified 
electors of this parish. I would advise 
the editor of that dingy old weekly to 
come among the “Indians” to practice 
Law before lie takes the responsibility to 
publicly correct the revisors of this 
parish, when they are correct.

THE ZULU DIFFICULTY.

Sir Evelyn YYood has been sent to 
Zululand, it appears, to make an inves­
tigation into the cause of the recent war 
there between John Bunn and the native 
chiefs who rule the Zulus. Jehu Dunn 
was Cetewayo's chief adviser before the 
. ecent war, and was rewarded for his 
treachery in deserting his master by be­
ing placed over part of his kingdom. 
His first acts as a ruler, such as refus­
ing to allow missionaries among his sub­
jects and the arming ot the tribe which 
he governs, were both tyrannical and in 
defiance of the terms upon which ho was 
made a ruler by Britain . There can De 
little doubt us to where the fault lay, 
when,a war arises between such a man 
vi ith an armed people and naiive chiefs 
whose tribes arc unarmed. Jolm Dunn’s 
usefulness was gone when Ike war ended. 
The British sectn to have thought that, 
by making him ruler over that part of 
Zululand which borders on Natal, they 
would secure Natal from Ihe danger of 
attack. The danger of such nu attack 
was exaggerated by the alarm consequent

The Election for Councillors will take 
place on Tuesday next, the 25th insri 
For the Parish of Chatham three candi­
dates are in the field, Messrs. Loggie, 
McLaughlin and Folheringham. Mr. 
Lawlor who held a seat in the Council 
since the incorporation of the County 
retires on accountjof business engage­
ments.

Mr. Fotheringbam comes out as the 
nominee of a party. He had been a 
councillor before. He first came out as 
an independent candidate and was elected. 
Afterwards he accepted the nomination 
of a parly, who,however, made him give 
way two years ago to another man. 
Last year he was again passed over,and 
he is now in the field again, not on his 
own responsibility, but ns the candidate 
of a political party. Mr Goggin, who 
was the party candidate last year, was, it 
is understood to run again. He had his 
nomination filed and was quite prepared 
for the election. Either Mr P. Connors 
or Mr. S WaJdleton it was sail was to 
be the candidate with him. Everything 
was going on smoothly when on Monday 
evening it was learned that Mr Thomas 
McLaughlin had filed his nomination and 
also that Mr Peter Loggie was coining 
out.

An informal meeting was then called 
attended by the leaders of the Liberal 
Reform party. Mr Goggin was sit npon 
and compelled to withdraw and Mr. 
Fotheringbam, who often asserted that 
he would not come out, was nominated. 
He accepted. Mr.McLaughlin was nom­
inated, but as he was already in the field 
and had never been consulted until they 
knew he was in the field, he was not 
very particular as to whether they sel­
ected him or not. We learn now that 
the pary repudiate Mr. McLaughlin and 
intend to concentrate their force on Mr. 
Fortheringham. They do not like Mr. 
McLaughlin's independence, and think 
everything crooked that does not square 
with their party interests.

The introduction of Dominion poli­
tics into Parish affairs should be depre 
anted. It is not done in any respectable 
town or city in the Dominion, We never 
bear of it in St. John, and np one over 
heard of Sir Leonard Tilley or Messrs. 
Burpee or Weldon attending a ward 
meeting to select candidate* for civic 
positions. If they did so their interfer­
ence would be promptly resented, and 
they have too much respect fur their po­
sitions to degrade them by such conduct. 
The respectable papers of Ontario 
arc suongly opposed to wix'ug up poli­
tics with municipal affairs, and 1 hope 
that the citizens of Chatham will on 
Tuesday put an end to such meddling 
by electing the independent candidates 
who are ttsking their suffrages without 
regard to party.

COUNTY OF KENT.

A correspondent at Kouchibougac 
writing to ns the other day says: — “One 

of your Miramiuhi fish mongers, by the 
name of J. U. Loggie, has secured 
through his Broker, George McLeod, 
Esq., all that valuable Salmon Beach at 
the mouth of the Kouchibouguac River, 
in extent five miles, for the sum of $700, 
cash, in Bank of Nova Scotia notes, and 
all new. He purposes by this purchase 
to secur control of all the salmon privil­
eges there and to have the water oppo­
site those beaches thoroughly fis'.ied next 
year. He found that by supplying twine 
and rope to the needy who owned the 
privileges his expectations of supply fell 
short in catch and delivery, hence his 
purchase. He has a freezer here as 
well as a Lobster Factory, with another 
now bnilding at Spruce Poiut. When 
he gets those under way, he expects to 
drive away all interlopers from Kent 
County, and thus purposes to do an 
honest business. Not being successful in 
filling his freezer with salmon this season, 
he baa secured a large quantity ot mack- 
arel and fall bass. The prices for these 
here vary:—Mackarel and Bass paid in 
goods bring 1 cent per pound for the 
former and 3 cents per pound tor the 
latter. He has a considerable quantity 
frozen for winter shipments or when 
price* advance lo 10 cents per pound for 
fresh raaekarel and 17 cents per pound 
for bass.

New Glasgow's New Industry"—'5ev* 
exty Hands at Work—The Mara- 
time Provinces to Scffly the 
Dominion with Glassware.

Among the many industries created by 
the National Policy has been three n- 
four glass manufac'orirs. New life has 
been infused into lint factories tit Hvnii- 
tnn, and extensive establishments have 
been erected at Napauee, O ilari", Mon­
treal and New Glasgow, Nova Scoti *. 
The latter establishment is no v in fall 
blast, operations havin g been comm timed 
some weeks since. Ne.v Glasgow is one 
of the most rapidly growing manufactur­
ing centres in tlteMaratime Provinces. 
It is admirably located, the junction of 
the railway sytem of Eastern Nova 
Scotia, with excellent water communica­
tion, and in the immediate vicininy of 
inexhaustible fields of coal a~d iron. 
Surrounding the glass factory are the ex­
tensive works of the Nova Scotia Forge 
Company, Mathcson’s Foundry audBoiler 
Works, the New Glasgow Machine 
Works, and the newly organized Nova 
Scotia Steel Spring Company. The site 
of the glass factory comprises four acres, 
and was tlie free gift of Mr. Harry 
Townsend, a public spirited farmer. The 
capital paid up stock of tlie company is 
850,000, held principally by members 
of the Opposition party, including such 
well known names as those of Mr. J.W. 
Carmichael, ex-M. P., Mr. D.C. FFeiJer, 
Mr. J. D. McGregor, and Mr. James 
Easwood. The g'ass hor.se is' 00 feet 
square, two stories high. The furnace, a 
very large one, eomaiug thirteen “cruc­
ibles,” imported from Pittsburg, is in 
the centre of this building. The sorting 
and packing house is 210 feet long by 
20 feet wide, and is two stories high. 
The boiler house is 30x40. The build­
ing cost about $25,000. Seventy-five 
hands xre now employed, and many 
more are wanted. A second gang of 
men are expected to arrive in a tew days. 
The work, when running at full capacity, 
will give employment to 175 hands— 
and this number will be employed as soon 
as they can be obtained. The manager 
and one of the principal shareholdeis is 
Mr. W. G. Beach, formerly of Ihe Bur­
lington Glass Works, at Hamilton, who 
in April last, set to work to establish a 
factory in the immediate neighborllod of 
the Nova Scotia coal fields, and, the in­
vestment offering such good returns, the 
most violent opponents of the N. P. did 
not hesitate to invest their capital in the 
new enterprise. Among the advantages 
possessed by this establisement is the fact 
that while the Hamilton and Napauoe 
factories are paying $4.50 per ton for 
Coal, this establishment is supplied at 
forty cents per ton, and tut they con­
sume front eight to ten* tons per day, 
the saving in this item alone is 
from $35 to $40 per day—$240 per 
week or $13,000 per annum. The rate 
of freight from New Glasgow to Winni­
peg, or to Victoria, is almost as low as 
from Montreal or Hamilton. For some 
time past the Maritime Provinces have 
been over-run with Canadian drummers. 
But now the tide has turned. The Mari­
time Provinces are sending their repre­
sentatives up to the Upper Provinces. 
Mr. Beach arrived in St. John last night 
en route for Quebec, Montreal, Toronto, 
Hamilton and London, where lie will 
solicit orders for his manufactures. In 
conversation with a Daily News R;- 
porter to-day, Mr. Beach said that his 
company were able to undersell the im­
ported article, providing they can get a 
fair share of Canadian trade. He had i 
with him samples of various sizes and 
patterns of lamp chimneys, plain and 
figured tumblers and goblets and other 
tab.e ware. Other varieties are being 
manufactured as rapidly as possible. 
These goods are noted fdr tno brilliancy 
of the glass and superior workmanship. 
The company aim to manufacture an 
article equal to the best imported from 
either Europe or the United States. 
Mr. Beach claims that the prices are 
lower to day than they ever were iu the 
history of the trade, and that the Cana­
dian manufacturers are able to place 
their goods oil the market at less than 
the imported article can he sold for. 
There is a marked increase in the 
demand fur glassware, and this article is 
coming into more general use among the 
masses; and every one will rejoice that 
the Maritime Provinces are prepared to 
supply that demand.
