No X
or other mark should be placed after
the naine of the persoh for whom
the elector wishes to vote. Only
cne ballot is to pe ca:t by each vot-
er it bearing the names of all the
Candidates selected by the voter

from lists in another voting district,
which must be acccmpanied by an
affidavit showing that the person
whose name is being transferred is a
duly qualified voter.
