The root-
idea of ynsectarianism is to ignore
theological distinotions, which those
who ignore them, of course, deem to
be secondary in importance to those
on which they insist, But the root
of the aggressiveness is the assump-
tion-that those wha will not.ignore
such distinolions are oculpahie for
not ignoring them, and deserve no
consideration at the hands of the
State for their orochet. And this is
exactly what the conference appears
t2 hgve beld. For they denounce
the admission of ‘priests! for any
purpose into public elementary
schools with a certain passion, and
passed over the injustice which they
ace in danger of inflicting at the
other end of the theological scale~-
the Dnitaran and agnostic end—
with a calm indifference which was
not very oreditable to their com-
prehensivene-s.” ~ Again, speaking
of those English parents * who in-
sist on the belief in a formal priest-
hood as the very essence. of the
channel of sacramental grace,”
meabiog thereby the Anglicans and
the Catholics, the Spectator declares
that these evangelioal ¥ unsectar-

worship ef Christ as idolatry, is a
principle so entively arbitrary that
it seems to us wholly indefensible.
It seems to be an attempt to define
in the most eapricicus way those re-
ligious opinions which ‘deserve  res-
pect, and these which deserve only
the bearest toleration. So long as
all priesthood is recognized as dan-
gerocus ‘and suspicious, and all who
cut down rgvelation to the }imits of
nataral religion are made to feel
that they have no place in the na-
taral religion, the evangelical free
churches will open wide their arms
to all the rest—nay, will not even
allow their minor differences to he
go mueh as breathed in an elemen-
tary school.” Could there be a bet-

Items of Interest to Catholic Readers:
(Sacred Heart Review.)

A STORY OF ST. URSULA.
A very interesting article which
bears the title of ¢ The Story of a
Lover of Obrist” forms one of the
leading features of the ourrent
Messenger of the Sacred Heart and
relates, the legend, if it may be
called such, which attaches to the
names of St Ursula and her com-
panions. According to the writer
of this artiole, this legend goes back
to the time of the Crucifixion, when
the Roman centurion, who exclaim-
el when he saw the Saviour die,
« Truly this is the Son of God,” his
legion subsequently disbanded, went
‘to his home, which was Ireland.
Our writer, who fiads it nothing
strange that an Irishman should
have been found at the head of a
portion of a Roman legion, remarks
that even at the time of the Cruci-
fixion the Celtic race seems to have
been, as now, ubiquitous, and says
of the returned centurion : *“ When
he found himself among his people,
religious apparently from the; be-
ginning, he wept so copiously and
80 often in desoribing the harrowing
soenes of the Crucifixion that his
tears caused bright flowers of virtue
to spring np\&l over the land. The
thonght is like that of Frra Angelico,
who, in his picture of OCalvary,
makes the hard rock ‘on which the
Cross is planted bloow with flowers |
of every hume. If the centurion’s
tears did not produce such a resalt,
at least the tenderlove which the
Irish people have lways eherished
for the Passion of Christ could have
done s0.” In this same island, the
narrative goes on, there was korn,
some five centuries later, to a holy
king of the scuth and his wife &
daughter whom they named Ursula,
When this girl became of marriage-
able age, her hand was sought by
Conan, the prince of the British
Picts, to whose suit, to*her father’s
great astonishment—for he was e-
ware that his danghter had vowed
her life to God— Ursula eonssnted
but with a reserve which our writer
pronounces a little bit Celtic and
such as even saints may praoctice.
