CARDINAL McCLOSXSY.

A Skflrk ef the First American Cardinal. 
< lose of a Well-Spent Life

Cardinal John McCloskey was b ;n in 

Brooklyn, on the 20th March, 1810. His 
parents were newly arrived emigrants 
from Ulster, devout Catholics, reapejt 
able, thrifty, and in easy circumstances. 
In 1810 Brooklyn was a village of 4,500 

It had no Catholic church, and 
ew York had only one, namely, St.

ately one of the most notable of the 
small circle of priests who were then 
gathering around the vigorous young 
bishop. He was appointed pastor of St. 
Joseph’s church in Sixth Avenue. To 
the duties of this post he added, in 1841, 
the presidency of the newly founded St. 
John’s College at Fordham, and the 
rectorship of the new diocesan seminary 
at the s&me place. What his standing 
must have been among the clergy we may 
judge from the fact that he had been 
hardly six years in tho active labors of 
the ministry, and was only thirty three 
years of age, w hen Bishop Hughes asked 
for his appointment as coadjutor. He 
was consecrated in St. Patrick’s Cathe­
dral on the 10th of March, 1844. That 
was a period of great polemical bitter­
ness, and Bishop Hughes was always in 
the thick of the fray, but we never find 
the name of the coadjutor in the great 
controversies of the time. To him fell 
the more congenial part of visiting the 
large diocese, then comprising the whole 
State of New York and a part of New 
Jersey, and “ 1*~~ A 1

or the clergy. In 1847 the diocese was 
divided, and Bishop McCloskey was 
transferred to the new see at Albany, 
where he remained, ruling a prosperous 
and contented flock, until the death of 
Archbishop Hughes promoted him to the 
metropolitan see of New York. He 
became archbishop on the 6th of May, 
1864.

Shrinking from unnecessary disputes 
and personal quarrels, he was especially 
fitted for the era of peace which followed 
the lighting days of Archbishop Hughes. 
As u preacher he charmed his listeners 
by the clearness and precision of his 
thought, the simplicity of his method, 
the fluency and polish of his style, and 
the grace of a natural and mXisicai deliv­
ery. As an ecclesiastical administrator 
he gained the confidence and affection of 
both clergy and laity to a remarkable 
degree. In general society he presented j 
a pleasing combination of the dignity be­
fitting his oflice with the suavity, tact, 
and ease of a cultivated gentleman. Of 
late years the gonditiuu of his health, 
which has been feeble ever since his boy­
hood, has confined him to the life of a 
recluse.

He was raise 1 to the dignity of Cardi 
nil b> Pius IX. in the Consistory of 
Marsh 15, 1875, and a special embassy, 
consisting of Muiisignor Roncelli, Papal 
Ab legate. Count Marefoschi, of the 
Ropes Noble Guard, and Dr. Cbaldi, 
secretary, was dispatched from Rome 
with the insignia of the oflice. The 
ZurJ.etto, or red skull cap, which is pre­
sented as the first official announcement 
of the appointment, was delivered to the 
new Cardinal by Count Marefoschi on 
the 7th rf April, the ceremony taking 
place at the Cardinal’s house. The pub­
lic solemnity of conferring the red ber 
retta, brought by the Ab legate, was held 
in the presence of an immense throng at 
the old. cathedral on the 27th of April, 
the late Archbishop Bayley, of Balti­
more, officiating. The cardinal's hat and 
ring are always given at Rome. Cardi­
nal McCloskey received these emblems 

| from Leo XIII. in the Consistory of 
March 15, 1878, the first ever held, by 
the new Pope.

The most conspicuous achievement of 
his administration has been the opening 
of the new cathedral. This great monu­
ment was begun by Archbishop Hughes 
in 1958,but work was suspended in 1860. 
Dr. McCloskey gave a fresh impulse to 
the collection of funds ; many rich Cath­
olics made special donations of stained 
g hiss windows or other parts of the sacred 
edifice, and the Cardinal himself was a 
liberal contributor from his private in­
come. The great high altar of white 
marble, the altar of the Blessed Virgin 
in the lady chapel, and the altar of the 
Sacred Heart are gifts from the Cardi­
nal, their cost being at least $30,000

From those few remarks our readers 
can see that a great man has gone to re­
ceive his reward for a life well spent. 
In him the Catholic church looses her 
first cardinal m America, and the arch­
diocese of New York a gentle, kind and 
upright ruler. To him, indeed, with all 
truth may be applied the words of holy 
writ : “Precious is the death of the just 
in the sight of the Lord. '
