Parliament assembles the day after
tomorrow and already the Hounse post
office is in ful) swing. The Governon
General hus issued invitations for a
State dioner on Thursday night. There
witl be the usoal ceremonies. The
House of Commoris will meet and sit in
suspense till three Joud knocks are heard
at the door, when the dignited Sergeant-
At-Arms stalking to tlhe door returns
and in response to the Speaker's ques-
tion, informs him that ‘‘a messenger
from His Excellency the Governor
Genera! is  without.” Mr Speaker,
politely suppressing his surprise at the
unexpected intelligence, commands ‘‘Ad-
mit the messenger.” Admittance is then
given to the Usher of the Black Rod
who, beariug his black red, advances
three steps into the Chambar and pauses
to give three elaborate bows. These
bows are of such a character as to justify
the common belief that Mr Kimber has
no backbone. Advancing three wmore
steps he repeats the performance and
then breaks the silence : *‘His Excellency
the Governor General desires me to in-
form you that he has arnved in the
Senate Chamber, and to request the at-
tendance «f the Commons.” Again
bowing the U. of the B. R., backs out
of the chamber pausing at the threshold
to bend double for the last time and de-
parts amid a storm of applause from the
amused Commoners, who then rush pell
mell into the Senate, where seated on
the threne His Excellency, wearing a
.ocked hat and geld laced uniform,
reads the spsech from the Throne.
Around him etand Sir John Macdunald
robed in all his ordgrs, the members of
Cabinet, s staff of officers and the aides,
in front sit the Judges of the Supreme
Court, in their ermine trimmed robes cf
office, and other dignitaries, while on
the other hand sit the beauty and
fashion of the Capital. The Chamber
certainly presents a brillisnt appearance,

Frem the foregoing it is evident that
the Gentleman Usher of the Black Rod
performs highly importsat constitution-
al duties, and that it would be difficult
fur the Governor General to get along
without bim. In his own eatimation
Rene Edward Kimber is of even greater
consequence.

Oae day
during the session he got in the way of
the House of Comwmons cricket team
which was playing at Ridean Hall, and
when ordered out of the way by Mr
Jenkins, a member of the House, looked
up and demanded, ‘‘Do you know who I
am.” No, said Jenkins, ‘“‘and I don’t
care who the devil you are, but out
you go,” and the big maritime member
lifted Black Rod by the coat collar high
in the air snd deposited him outside of
the crowd, who yelled with delight.

THE LEAGUR OF THE ROSE,

A peculiar Eaglish Protestant associa-
tion is the League of the Rose, formed
recently in Ottawa with the object of
branching out through the Dominion.
They had the audacity to ass the Pgince
of Wales to extend to them his patronage,
and were told that His Royal Highness
could not become comnmected with a
political society. This society pablishas
s little monthly, and advocates among
other things, immigration from Great
Britain and Ireland only. This would
exclude from Cannda such highly desira-
ble imwigrants as the Germauns. It de-
clares for a paper currency, an exploded
American idea, and for legislative union,
rejected by Canada at Confederation.
The officers of the society are chiefly
civil servants.

Boou AT THE PorT.—~About forty-five
vears ago Mr John" Hawkins built a
grist will here, aud ran it a number of
years, It camo intd the hands of Jas,
Crawford, about 20 years ago, who en-
larged it and the saw mill, and ran
them until 1876, when Mr Jus. Ma-
haffy bought the .mill. property and
proceeded to -imiprove . it. .. Since
that time he has' dome a fair business,
buying wheat and shippiog flour, but
the time-honored stones were doomed,
and ot last: Mr Mahafly had to
fall into ,line with- the times. Dur-
ing the past: year. he has rebuilt
the flour mill, and.hag now a wize sub-
stantial buildiog, much’' larger than the
old che. He has slso deepened the fall,
which is now 18" feet, and placed a se-
cond water wheel in, making, with both
wheels, 70 horse power. During the
last two montha.a force of millwrights
under Mr W. Forsyth, have been at
work inside, placing a full line of the
lateet and best machinery for. the pur-
puse of converting wheat inte the purest
of flour. In the new mill, the wheat
passes through four operations for cleaun-
ing itof seeds and dirt ; it then passes
through' 10, pairs of rolls, 13 reels, 3
puriticrs, bran dusters, etc., using
18 elevators &0 distribute the stock
to the different machines. The
machines are all strong and beautifally
finished, and the millwright work suits
the machinery, birch, cherry, black ash
and elm being used, and is finished like
farniture. The mill will have a capacity of
from 75 to 100 barrels in 24 hours, and is
being conveniently arranged for working.
It is arranged to make any grade of flour
known to the trade; but is especially in-
tended for custom work and making
flour for the retail business. - Wm and
J. 8. Greey, of Toronto, furnished the
machinery, and their expert Mr Laarie,
made the plans. They have kept Mr
Mahaffy waiting several months for the
machinery. Whet the C. P. R. ia com-
pleted to Port! Albert, our flour mills
will have access .to. outside markets.
