seven years is allowed to complete 
the line.

DENOUNCE CROP BOOSTERS.
The monthly meeting of the East 

Clover Bar branch of the United 
Farmers of Alberta, held on the 22nd 
February, was very well attended 
The action of the secretary in re­
questing the Minister of Agriculture 
to undertake the printing and cir­
culation of the report of the Chilled 
Meat Committee was endorsed.

It was decided to have a public 
debate on the evening of Thursday. 
March 11. The subject will be 
“Compulsorv hail insurance.” W. 
R. Ball will advocate a compulsory 
system and P. C. Hamilton will lead 
the opposition. Everybody will be 
welcome, whether members or not.

The following resolution was un­
animously passed: "Whereas there is 
a practice of ’boosting’ the western 
grain crop, which is annually follow­
ed bv a section of the public press, 
inspired, we believe, 'by interested 
parties for the purpose (1) of depress­
ing prices of Canadian grain until 
the bulk of it is in the hands of 
dealers and speculators (2) of inflat­
ing the price of C.P.R. stock by 
magnifying the prospect oi heavy 
traffic, receipts; and (3) of stimulat­
ing immigration by misrepresenting 
actual conditions;

"And, whereas, by depriving the 
farmer of a portion of the returns 
which should rightly come to him 
for hi# grain, this is extremely detri­
mental to the fanning community 
and to storekeepers and other trades­
men -, /

"This meeting therefore most 
strongly condemns the practice, and 
requests the local newspapers to re­
frain from publishing inflated crop 
estimates or anything that might 
tend to misrepresent the amount 'of 
grain available for export."

At the recent sitting of the Rail­
way Commission in Edmonton this 
branch laid a complaint that the 
Gram! Trunk Pacific Company were 
putting in farmers’ crossings only 
ten feet in width, and asked that 
they be compelled to put in crossings 
at least eighteen feet wide. The 
Commission ordered the railway com­
pany to make farmers* crossings six­
teen feet wide, which the Chairman 
said was the maximum width provid­
ed in the Act. As an eight-foot 
binder, drawn bv four horses, cannot 
be taken through a gap of less than 
eighteen feet, this is insufficient, and 
active steps will immediately be taken 
by the East Clover Bar Ù.F.A. to 
have the Act amended in this res­
pect.

PURE SEED FOR NORTH.
Pure seed grain for the Peace River 

country is something new in the history 
of Alberta agriculture. Private parties 
have from time to time taken seed north 
in small quantities with the result that 
the varieties are badly mixed and the 
farmers are at a disadvantage when they 
other grain on the market. They de­
cided to petition the Department of Agri­
culture to send a sufficient quantity of 
seed grain so that all the farmers in the 
Peace River country may be given an 
opportunity to sow a pure strain of seed 
this spring.

Before Allie Brick, M.P.P., left his 
home at Peace River Crossing to attend 
the sessioiL of the Legislature, the peti­
tion to the Department of Agriculture 
was placed in his hands for presentation, 
due. Department on receipt of it, com­
missioned W. F. Stevens, Livo Stock Com­
missioner, to carry out the wishes of tl e 
farmers of the north. Mr. Stevens se­
cured 300 bushels of wheat, 200 bushels of 
oats and 100 bushels of barley. This v-as 
stored in Auten and Markham's ware- 
unuse on Queen’s avenue, and left this 
morning to be freighted on sleighs and 
wagons to Peace River Crossing, <00 
miles from Edmonton.

EDMONTON CHARTER 
MODEL FOR NEW BILL

Municipal Act Framed By Legislature 
and Which Will Apply to Cities 
in the Province, Is Largely Based 
on This City’s Unique Charter— 
Draft of Bill to Be Submitted to 
Cities For Approval.

There are now six municipalities in 
the province which arc incorporated 
as cities, vÿ: Edmonton. Calgary, 
Lethuridge, Medicine Hat, o.imhconi 
and Wetaskiwin. To this number will 
ba added others from time to time, 
with the Usual application to the leg­
islature for charters. Oi the charters 
which have-already been granted tot he 
above mentioned cities, a prominent 
feature is the lack of uniformity both 
in the detailing and the defining < f 
the powers under the charter. In the 
Wetaskiwin charter oi last year an 
important power was granted to the 
council of that city by an oversight 
and was withheld by the legislature 
from the city of Edmonton. Attempts 
were made at the recent session of the 
Legislature for clauses to be inserted 
in some city charters which had been 
withheld from others, and further, at­
tempts would probably have been 
made on future occasions if the Legis­
lature had not taken up the question 
with a view to placing all city char­
ters on the same basis.

Provision-is made for this in “an 
act respecting cities” which was in­
troduced at the last seesion of the 
legislature but was purposely with­
held from a first reading. The object 
of this was that the- bill may be sub­
mitted to the cities of the province, 
for the inspection by and criticism of 
the city councils: Any objections to 
the model charter will be received by 
the legislature and will be considered 
when the bill comes up for a revis­
ion and final draft at the next ses­
sion of the legislature.

Uniformity the Aim.
City councils will find that the aim 

of the bill is to put all charters on 
the same footing and to have a uni­
formity of powers granted to aÿ. 
When the scheme is put into effect 
all cities will have identically the 
same charter and will conduct the 
affairs of the municipality on exactly 
the same general basis. The table of 
contents given below will show that 
the model charter is well systematized 
and covers about all that appertains 
to city government.

A point worthy of observation in the 

proposed charter is that it does not 
differ very materiatly from the Ed­
monton charter. From this it may he 
inferred that the charter of the capital 
city is well nigh perfect. What dif­
ferences there are consist of several 
important additions and in a rather 
complete rearrangement of .the var­
ious sections: For instance, all mat­
ters relating to the fbrm of municipal 
government arc grouped together and 
also all matters concerning the powers 
and duties of the council.

All present and prospective city 
councillors will be attracted by clause 
15 under "municipal government,’ 
which reads as follows: “The council 
oi the city shall consist of the mayor, 
who shall be tho head thereof, and of 
such number of aldermen, not less 
than six nor more than twenty, as the 
council by by-law shall .determine; 
the remuneration to be paid to the 
mayor snail be fixed by the council 
and each of the aldermen shall as le- 
muncration be paid the sum of $3 per 
meeting provided that the total sum 
per year paid to any alderman "shall 
not exceed $150.”

Clauses 72 to 85 deal explicitly with 
the city police and. the police commis­
sioners. Provision is made for a chief 
of police and a police force to be ap­
pointed by- the council. It çhall l.e 
the duty of all constables to obey the 
lawful directions of and be subject to 
orders of the chief of police. Any 
member of the force may be dismissed 
or suspended by the council, but be­
fore any member of tlie force ie dis­
missed or suspended he shall have a 
right to be. heard either in person or 
by attorney before tlie council. The 
council may. from amongst its mem­
bers or otherwise appoint a bjhrd . f 
commissioners of police for the city 
consisting of not more than five mem­
bers who shall hold office for one year.

Such board has the sole charge and 
control of the police force and police 
department of the city and may exer­
cise all the powers arid authority that 
the council may have in respect ;o 
the Same. The board .shall hold at 
least twelve meetings during the year, 
and each commissioner for his attend­
ance shall receive remuneration not 
exceeding five dollars for each meet­
ing attended by him. The board shall 
nave the usual powers on invéstiga- 
tion of misconduct of any member ( f 
the force.

On the passing oi a debenture by­
law by the city, provision is made for 
application for approval of the deben­
ture by-law by the Lieutenant-Gov­
ernor in council, and the Lieutenant- 
Governor in council may grant a cer­
tificate, upon proof of substantial com­
pliance with the law. Such by-law 
and debentures are not to be open to 
question after approval. The deben­
tures moreover may be countersigned 
by the clerk oi the executive council, 
and such act shall be conclusive evi­
dence of the validity of such deben­
ture. and such validity shall not he 
open to question in any court.

A new departure in municipal 
finance is that tho council where it 
proposes to pass a by-law for borrow­
ing money by the issue of debentures 
repayment thereof may pass a by-law 
wherein it may be provided that thé 
annual amount to be levied on ac­
count of the sinking fund shall *c 
paid by the treasurer to the Provin­
cial Treasurer. The treasurer may 
allow interest on funds in his hands, 
and all money so received is to form 
part of the general revenue fund tf 
Flic province. All debenture by-laws 
arc to be sent to the Lieutenant-Gov­
ernor in council within thirty days 
after the final passing of the by-law 
and an annual return as to tho sink­
ing fund is to be made to the Lieu- 
ten ant-Govef nor in council. Any city 
which does not comply with the pre­
ceding section shall incur a penalty 
not exceeding $100 for every offence.

Amnesty for Cuban Prisoners.
Havana, Mar. 6—The general am­

nesty bill, already passed by the 
House, passed the Senate Friday. It 
provides for the release of practically 
all prisoners sentenced since Janu­
ary 23. except those guilty of murder 
or other crimes of exceptional atrocity.

Minister of Marine to Introduce Resolu­
tion Subsidizing Steamship Serivce.
Ottawa, March 3—On Friday next, 

Hon. L. P. Brodeur, minister of marine 
and fisheries will move the following re­
solution: "That it is expedient to auth­
orize the Governor-General-in-council to 
enter into a contract or contracts, for a 
term not exceeding ten years, with any 
individtial or company for the perform­
ance of a st< amship service between a 
pert :n Canada and a French port, on 
such terms and conditions as the Gov- 
ernor-General-in-council deems expedient 
and to grant therefore a subside not ex­
ceeding $200,000 a year, based upon the 
minimum service of fifteen round voy­
ages a year and a subsidy therefore not 
exceeding $100,000 and so in proportion 
for a more frequent service.”
