EXTENDING LAC 8T. ANNE ROADS
Peter Gunn, M.P.P., for Lac St. 

Anne, has a more glowing report to 
give of western trails than has been 
generally received bÿ the local agi­
tators for good roadfs.

"There is now a first rate road from 
Edmonton right through to the Pem­
bina River,” said Mr. Gunn' to the 
Bulletin this morning. “The public 
works department put fifteen miles 
west of Lake Wabamun into shape 
last fall and have just finished the 
remaining fifteen miles or so to the 
Pembina. The road from Edmonton 
to Wabamun has been good, so, this 
makes a continuous stretch of good 
road.”

"Three bridges have been built this 
summer on the road northwest from 
Lac St. Anne across the Paddle River 
and heading for the Grand Prairie 
country. The projection of this road 
has beeil the scheme of J. K. Qbrn- 
wall, M.P.P., for Peace River.7 An 
extension was made to this trail this 
summer and a change in the course- 
was made between the Pembina and 
Stinking-Lake. It is expected that a 
much greater extension of the line 
will be made next year as it is too late 
now to do much more before the win­
ter months. I

FOR A DISTRICT NURSE.
Undoubtedly the engaging of a dis­

trict nurse for Edmonton will meet a 
need that has been apparent since 
the city- took on tihe garb of city- 
hood, with whigh certain well-defined 
responsibilities are associated. The 
Edmonton Local Council of Women, 
the promoters of the scheme, have 
■brought the need before the public 
in a practical manner and are new 
seeking to secure by public subscrip­
tion « sum of between $609 and 
$600. This amount, augmented by 
the $300 grant made by the city 
council for the purpose of support» 
ing la district nurse. Will be requir­
ed to meét the expenses for twelve 
months in the maintenance of the 
jnurse. -The Local Council of Wo­
men believe, the citizens of the city 
’wall respond liberally to their ap­
peal for funds, knowing that ol a IF 
the deserving charities there are, the 
{cause of none is more deserving than 
that of a district nurse, 
i The duties of a district nurse are 
manifold. Her work is solely 
{among that class of people whose 
purse wiH Hot permit the engaging 
bi a professional nurse. She will be 
at the beck and call of every phyei- 
jcian in the city. Indigent patients 
twill receive from her hands equally 
ia§ considerate and expert attention 
as can tee acuerded in any hospital 
in the city. If-«e patient is in a 
position to pay for treatment, or the 
circumstances permit at removal to 
a hospital, .then the patient does not 
come within the sphere of a district 
nurse’s duties and responsibilities.

The establishment of an institu­
tion of tiiia kind works ;no hardship 
on any hospital. It is for the good 
of the public at large. There aie 
scores of. cases where the patient has 
been unable, not through physical 
disability, but by reason of other 
circumstances, to; leave the residence 
•in which he- m^y have been first 
taken itl. This is most frequently 
the case. When a poor woman or 
one of moderate means finds it neces­

WORK AT THE POWER HOUSE.

ACTION AOAINST THE CITY.
The following is a copy of the writ 

l-wiled in the District Court against the 
City r,{ Edfonlon as the result of in j ur­
ic® alleged to have bee on retired from » 
street car by the little son of Robert 
Mays about ti»ur months ago:

In the District Coart of the District 
of Edmonton, between Robert 8. Mays, 
an infant under the age of twenty-one 
years, suing by hie next friend, Robert 
Mays, Plaintiff, end the City of Edmon­
ton, Defendant.

Statement of claim: 1, The plaintiff in 
an infant under the age of twenty-one 
yea re and sues by his next friend, Robt. 
Mays, of the City of Edmonton, Alberta, 
insurance agent.

2. The defendant is an incorporated
city, owning and operating a line of 
street railway within the City of Edmon­
ton. x

3. On or about the 21st day of April, 
A.D. 1909, the plaintiff was crossing 
Fourth street in the City of Edmonton 
at the point of intersection of the Cana­
dian Northern Railway with the «aid 
«tiret railway. While eo Crossing bis 
foot became caught in the frog of the 
rail# at the point of intersection and he 
was unable to extricate himself. While» 
held in such position one cf the cars of 
the defendant, driven carelessly, negli­
gently, , nnskillfully and at a high rate 
of speed and apparently beyond the con­
trol of the motorman in charge thereof, 
knocked down the plaintiff and seriously 
injured him, notwithstanding that the 
plaintiff by waving hie hands warned 
the motorman of the dangerous position 
in which he was placed.

4. The negligence consisted in (a). Not 
having the car equipped" with an air 
brake sufficient to stop the car within 
a short space, (b), Not stopping the car 
before crossing the* Canadian Northern 
Railway, and (c). Failure of the said 
motorman to control the car and per­
mitting it to proceed in spite of the ap­
parent danger in which the plaintiff 
was placed.

5. By reason of the said injury the 
plaintiff suffered great pain, was badly

Work on the extensive addition» to 
the power house are processing very 
satisfactorily under the superintend­
ence. of Commissioner McRaughtom.

Bref. Starling in Physiological Sec­
tion of British Association Says 
"Each Port ef Empire Must Be 
Subordinated far Goad of Whole— 
Interesting Sessions.

Winnipeg, Man-, Aug. 27.—The Bri­
tish scfent'sts had another busy 
morning, all twelve sections holding 
sessions. Two of the presidential ad­
dresses were delivered tnis morning, 

ie of PYof Shipley, of the Zooio- 
1 department, and Prof. Starling, 

of the physiological. The economic 
agricultural, and geographical de­
partments were the sections most 
patronized by the public, where pa­
pers of general, interest to Canada and 
the West were read.

An interesting paper was that of 
C. R. Fay, M. A., at the economic 
section on “email holdings and cor­
poration,” in which he pointed out 
the recent tendencies in Great Bri­
tain. As a result of the legislation 
of 1907 there is a definite small hold­
ing movement. Of the causes the 
principal one he thought was th“ 
trend of international agriculture, es­
pecially North and South America, 
which he thought was driving Eng­
lishmen into small scale farming. 
There was also an interesting paper 
on the experiment of gold coinage in 
British Columbia, which was triéd in 
1862.

Museums Inadequate.
Dr. Shipley in his addreis before 

the Zoological department said we 
were living in an age with rapidly 
disappearing fauna and numerous -s 
the museums of the world are and 
painstaking as are Zoologiste they are 
too inadequate. He commended Pre­
sident Roosevelt for taking trained 
naturalists with him to Africa and 
hpped that millionaires would fit out 
expeditions to study the fauna of 
Africa and Asia. He also deplored 
the fact that governments took so 
little interest in Zoological work.

Col. Anderson in the engineering 
flection explained what had been 
done to improve the navigation in 
the St. Lawrence river. He believed 
that with properly constructed ves­
sels the river could be made navigi- 
ble the year round.

Mixed Farming.
In the agricultural department 

there was an interesting discussion 
on cattle breeding in Western Cana­
da, it being the general opinion -hat 
the prairie farmers would go more 
into cattle raising. It was also point­
ed out that .the long winters were not 
a preventative, as, in Scotland and 
Northern,Europe, the best beef coun­
tries, cattle were stabled seven and 
eight months in-the year.

Future of British Empire.
A splendid presidential address, in 

which the destinies of Great Nations 
and of Mân were dealt with in vigor­
ous style, was delivered by Prof. 
Starling df the physiological section. 
He took up the question of race de­
velopment and the problem of ne 
future of the British Empire. An 
entire subordination of each part ‘o 
the welfare of whoie is the lesson 
which he thought the English speak­
ing races have at the present time 
most need to learn. It has been -e 
problem oi the United States ; it s 
the problem which faces the Empire.

“The same sort oi difficulties fehich 
confronted the States,” he said “are 
being experienced in the integration 
of the units nominally under British 
control into one great nation in which 
all parts work for the good of the 
whole and for mutual protection in 
the struggle for survival."
