WASHINGTON, To-day.

United support from the-Great Pow- |

ers abroad for the American poliey to-

ward Mexico-is shown in a variety of ;

quiet diplomatic- aetivities and gave
President Wilson and Secretary Bryan
a confident feeling to-day that the
elimination of Huerta as provisional
President of Meéxico will soon be “‘an
accomplished faet: An exchange . of
cablegrams with Ambassador Page,.an
agreement by Britain to leave the
situation of Mexican problem in the
hands of *he states and the announce-
ment that no moral or financial sup-
port would be granted by England: to
the Huerta regime, set forth in the
T.ondon press dispatches and created 2
favourablesimpression throughout ‘of-
ficial Washington. It was felt that
Britain, France, 'Germany and other
nations now stood together in acqufes-
cenee to the planof the States for the
elimination of Huerta. “There are
elements in this case,” said the Presi-
dent, “which 1 cannot at present dis-
close, but which make it look to me
very much more favourable. Asked
about the word favourable, he explain-
ed that he meant favourable to “set-
tlement. The President gave no de-
tails to show upon what his optlmxsm
was based, but-her made it clear 'that
the primary. eondition of settlement
was the ousting of Huerta and all
those who stood for the kind of Gov-
ernment he had been:conducting. It

i is evident the President had received
| important despatches, but he declined
to say whether they were from Mexico
; City or Nogales Constitutionalists’
headquarters.

Later however it swas learned from
other high officials that the plan of
financial isolation was bearing fruit,
and that his'plan for Huerta’s eli-
mination was being acquiesedd in by
Foreign Governiments, aspeeially
some ‘of those ‘which has . previously
recegnized him and upon’ whom bhe
kad come to rely fer-aid. The situa-
tiofi’ has progressed to:a‘poift. in the
view of many.officials,  whérei the. de-
finite. rejection of ;JAmeriean ‘demands
by Huerta would notlélter his'future
materiglly.
