Germany’s Efforts
in the United States.

Germans in the United States are
most active in their attempts lo in-
jure Britain and her allies. They
have be¢en most industrious in en-
deavouring to free Germany from
blame in starting the Great War and
to throw it on Britain. In this “cam-
paign they have met with scant suc-
cess. They have also Wollowed up
their old game of inflaming those
Irish in the Stgtes with revolution-
ary. tendencies, with a view to turn-
ing Irish sentiment there against the
Allies and in favor of Germany. The
endorsement by the regular Irish so-
cieties in the States of Mr.-John Red-
mond’s attitude is a sufficient answer
to this inflammatory attack on the al-
lies. Another method of attack is the
effort made by them in Comngress to
get a law passed to stop the export of
munitions from the States. Richard
Bartholdt makes no disguises of it.
He declared that by permitting such
exports “the United States is in ef-
fect waging war against Germany.”
He of course ignores the other side
of the case that by permitting 2xports
of contraband to neutral countries
for re-export to Germany, the United

States by a parity of reasoning might
quite as justly be accused of making
war on Britain. Indeed, so one-sided
is the special pleading hat they back
the Copper Kings in their objections
to the seizure of copper of contraband

by Britain, as it handicaps Germany®

in the war. In other words they ars

using all their efforts to wage war
against Britain by causing trouble in
the States and they do not mind how
they do it, so long as they do some-
thing against Britain. They are ‘“agin
Britain’ anyhow, and -their business is
to harrass her. The fact that the
export of contraband is recognized by
International law as legitimate for
the subjects of a neutral State does
not weigh with them. The fact that
Great Britain, Germany and the Uni-
ted States have always insistzd on
such a right in their subjects is of
no moment. The fact that Germany
is coming out badly in the business is
enough to set their propaganda going.
Great Britain and her allies have com-
mand of the sea, and as belligerents
they have a right to seize contraband
by International law.
against Germany, as her navyhas been
practically driven off the . seas, and
what the German Navy has failed to
do on the seas, German agitators
hope in some measure to accomplish

by the propaganda they have started
in the States.

VICTORY

Not Built Upon
Falsehood.

New York Evening Post:—That the
whole effort (of the German profes-
sors to enlist American sympathy)
has come to nothing is obvious. Am-
erican opinion remains what it was.
Nor was it built upon falsehood. All
this mighty attempt to set us right

The
trouble was, as Maximilien Harden
now states, not that we did not have
the truth, but that we were “unable to
think as Germans do.”

Fighting Against
Exportation of
‘War Mnuitions.

Washington, Jan. 4—The two laxjg-
est German-American and Irish-Am-
erican societies in the United States
joined before the House Foreign Re-
lations committee to-day to fight for
the Vollmer-Bartholdt resolution to
prohibit exportation of war munitions
to Europe. ;
Representing 2,000,000 German-Am-
ericans in this country, Dr. C. J{ Hex-
amer, of Philadelphia, President of the
National German-American Alliance,
declared their plea is for “real neu-
trality and American fair play.”
Speaking of the effects the success
of President Wilson’s note to Britain
will have upon United States com-
merce, Doctor Hexamer declared:
“Great Britain’s agreement to no
longer harass our shipments to Italy,
Holland, Denmary, Norway, Sweden
will be of no value unless these coun-
tries have lifted the embargo on the
re-exportation of about 400 articles
mostly imported from the United
States. It is the undeniable right of
the United States to ship to and
through neutral countries any and all
articles not used in war.”

“Britain’s attitude on the seas, Doc-
tor Hexamer said, “has absolutely de-
moralized our legitimate foreign com-
merce.” He declared Britain forced
the neutral European countries to
place embargoes on all articles im-
ported.

“Bvery dollar gained by our business
in war munitions,” the doctor added,
“is tainted with the blood of those
who have fallen on the European bat-
tlefields.”

The Irish-American society, the An-
cient Order of Hibernians, was repre-
sented by Joseph McLaughlin, of
Philadelphia, the national president,
and Francis G. Clark, of Philadelphia.
The foreign relations committee
room was crowded by the German-
Americans who came here from large
middle western and eastern states.
