Prohibition Resolutions
Yesterday the Prohibition Resolu­

tions, which the Government propose 
to move in the House of Assembly, 
were tabled.

The question which is to be sub­
mitted to the electors is as follows- —

“Are you in favor of prohibiting the 
importation, manufacture or sale of 
Spirits, Wines, Ale, Beer, Cider and 
all other alcoholic liquors for use as 
Leverages?”

In a space to the right of the ques­
tion will be printed the word Yes; 
and in another space the word No. 
Voters wiU record their vote by 
marking a cross after the word Yes, 
in order to vote for the affirmative: 
and a cross after the word No, in or­
der to vote in the negative.

The persons entitled to vote are 
those entitled to vote at a General 
Election.

The voting is to take place not 
later than December 1st, 1915.

In order to carry Prohibition, two 
conditions are to be satisfied : 11 )
There must be a majority of votes for 
the affirmative. (2) The number of 
affirmative votes must amount to at 
least forty per cent, of the total num­
ber of registered voters upon the re­
vised list of electors taken for the 
purpose of the General Election of 
Members of the House of Assembly, 
held in the year 1913.

According to the Year Book. of 
Newfoundland, the number of voters 
on the List at the time of the 1915 
General Election was 61,873. Forty 
per cent, of this number is 24,749. In 
order to carry Prohibition, at least 
24,749 voters will have to vote for it, 
and that number will also have to ex­
ceed those who vote against it.

The number of votes at the 1913 
General Election, according to the 
same record, was 49,010.

If the Affirmative is carried at the 
poles, by the vote required, the Gov­
ernor in Council shall issue a Pro­
clamation prohibiting the importa­
tion, manufacture and sale of intoxi­
cating liquors into or in this Colony 
at any time after January 1st, 1917.

CHILE HAS SENT AN ULTIMATUM 
TO THE GERMANS NOW.

New York, May 13.—A London cable 
to the Times says: —

“German diplomacy has blundered 
into a situation which may provoke 
in South America a crisis almost as 
acute as, though different in kind 
from, that caused in the United States 
by the sinking of the Lusitania. Dip­
lomatic secrecy is being strictly main­
tained pending the exchange of com­
munications, but it is learned on ex­
cellent authority that these latter 
have taken such a tone that the sever­
ance of diplomatic relations between 
the twro countries concerned is con­
sidered highly probable.

“The incident began with Chile’s ac­
ceptance of the British apology for 
the violation of her neutrality by the 
sinking of the Dresden in territorial 
waters. Berlin resented this accept­
ance and conveyed its dissatisfaction 
to Santiago in terms which the Chil­
ean Government considered insulting 
and unwarrantable interference with 
the sovereign rights of the country.

“Chile responded by what was prac­
tically an ultimatum, to the effect that 
Germany must withdraw her expres­
sions and apologise for her flagrant 
breach of international amenities or 
Chile would take such action as best 
appeared to fit the circumstances.

“There is ground for believing that 
Germany has received an allowance 
of five days in which to decide upon 
the course she will pursue.”

WATERSON WANTS WAR.

Colonel Henry Waterson, editor of 
the Louisville Courier-Journal, who 
is known throughout the country as 
"Marse Henry” and the wielder of a 
very trenchant pen, has come out 
very strongly in favor of the United 
States going to war with Germany. 
In a recent editorial he ended a bit­
ter denunciation of Germany and her 
methods with the remark : “To Hell 
with the Hohenzollerns and the Haps- 
burgs!” Waterson, who .is seventy- 
five years of age, fought through the 
American Civil War. Since 1868 ' he 
has been editor of the Courier- 
Journal, which under his manage­
ment has become one of the most 
widely quoted and powerful organs 
in the United States. He is also a 
well known lecturer and has written

a number of books dealing with his­
torical and military subjects—Journ­
al of Commerce.

CALLS AMERICANS WHO DIED 
“SNOBS.”

Berne, May 14.—The German press 
propagandists continue to fill the 
newspapers with reports justifying 
the sinking of the Lusitania. The 
‘Berne’ Tageblatt’ says: “It was 
positively revolting to hear how cer­
tain American snobs seized with de­
light this opportunity of exceptional 
titillation of nerves, and how, with 
scorn and contempt, they set sail on 
the Lusitania to enjoy for a few days 
the nervous excitement of danger. 
They have all but very slight claim 
on our pity.
