The announcement In yesterday’s 

dispatches from abroad that theTiel- 
gian authorities have ordered all Bel­
gians in England to return to their 
naitve country, must, in the light of 
past events, be regarded as very sig­
nificant The importance and per­
emptoriness of this order may be 
taken to mean that Belgium will soon 
be relieved of the foot of the invader, 
and free to begin the restoration of 
her ruined towns and devastated 
farms and orchards. The tremendous 
and splendid successes of the Allies, 
during the week past, almost forecast 
the day when the last retreating Hun 
will be clear of the fafr land of Bel 
glum and her refugees in England 
and elsewhere tree to return to their 
native soil. What this means to 
people practically exiled for four 
years is more than tongue can ex' 
press or pen portray. Though during 
their sojourn on the broad acres of 
English Counties they have been 
treated with every kindness, and re­
ceived every attention, nevertheless 
their hearts yearn for their own 
land, their home land, and the order 
to repatriate themselves will be hail­
ed with delight. They are returning 
home. That Is sufficient to gladden 
their hearts. They return to lands 
made desolate and laid waste: to 
cities wrecked by the fire of huge 
guns: to homes razed to the ground: 
to farms and fields ploughed into mud 
by high explosive shells, and-- sodden 
with the blood of martyred thous­
ands. But they are going home, 
home that some of them, it may be, 
never expected to see again; a home 
that they left in fear and trembling, 
but to which they can now go back 
in absolute freedom. In full know 
ledge that never again will they be 
exposed to the dangers of invasion, 
of plunder, of rapine, at the hands 
of Germany’s legions. The fertile 
lands of Belgium will again be under 
cultivation, her gardens will blossom 
forth into full bloom: her towns and 
cities will arise Phoenix-like from 
their ashes: the wheels of Industry 
will resume their turnings, and from 
the present abomination of desolation 
will spring the plenteousness of har­
vest, for the earth will give Its In­
crease, and the markets will once 
more resound with the hum of re­
stored trade.

WAR REVIEW.
On the wings of necessity the Ger­

mans are flying east from their old 
battle positions from Douai to La 
Fere and northward from La Fere to 
the Meuse River. Their flight is to­
wards some haven of safety from the 
talons of the Allied hawks, which 
everywhere are menacing them. Mean­
while there have been sent broadcast 
further reports that Austria-Hungary 
and Turkey, seeing that the trend of 
events spells ultimate defeat, have in­
formed Germany that they will accept 
president Wilson’s peace terms. Not- 

| withstanding the advantages that are 
being achieved over the common ene­
my on the battiefronts and the peace 
feelers in the air, President Wilson, 
gecretary-of State Lansing, Secretary 
of the Treasury, McAdoo and in fact 
all the high officials ot the Govern­
ment are warning the American citi­
zens that the situation still is critical, 
end that everyone should rally to the 
support of the Fourth Liberty Loan. 
All along the battlefront the Allied 
troops are advancing. From the south 
Of Douai to the east of Laon the enemy 
everywhere is- giving ground east- 
yard. The famous Chemin-dee- 
iames, the ridge which the Germans 
|id believed to be an insuperable 
barrier to an advance northward 
from Soissons, is being evacuated, 
while in Champagne and along the 
Meuse River farther eastward the j 
French and American troops are 
pushing further forward northward 

..their lines in the great converging 
movement which is fast driving the 
enemy from Belgium and the greater 
portion of invaded France towards his 
own border." Douai now is completely 
outflanked by the latest operations of 
the British, while between Cambrai 
and St Quentin the Britieh and Am­
ericans are still chasing the enemy. 
To the south of St Quentin the French 
over a wide front have crossed the 
Oise River, and in conjunction with 
the retirement of the enemy frbm the 
Chemin-des-Dames arc forcing the 
Germans to give up the great St. Go- 
bain forest the bastion at the bend of 
the line where it turns eastward, and 
also the etronghold of Laon, the key­
stone of the entire southern German 
line. While from the war maps it 
would appear to the casual observer 
that the Germans In this bend of the 
elbow are likely to be cut off, It seems 
more probable that they will be able 
tô use the railways and high roads 
leading ln all .directions from Laon 
like the main branches ot a spider’s 
web, and effect their escape without 
great losses in prisoners. Neverthe­
less the retrograde movement here of 
necessity must have a strong bearing 
on the atabillty of whatever new line 
the Germane may choose to stand up­
on, and on their still relatively 
strong front in Belgium and from Ver­
dun to the Swiss border. The Italians 
are taking a great part in driving the 
enemy "from the Chemin-des-Dames. 
Bast of Rheims the Suippe River has 
been crossed by tbe French at numer­
ous places. West of the Argonne for­
est which now is held by the French 
and Americans, the Germans are in 
retreat, and a number of additional 
Tillages and towns have been taken 
by the French and American forces. 
Bast of the Argonne and along the 
Meuse valley the Americans are still 
Progressing satisfactorily. The re­
treat of the enemy along the 36 miles 
of the western line from Douai to tbe 
southeast of St. Quentin, is still too
