Athens, Nov. L (AP)-cnrroncy ¥
is so distressingly scarce in all the
Balkan states, that not a single gov-
ernment will permit a traveler, mo
matter what his nationality, to carry
away with him more than the gov-}
ernment concerned thinks he mneeds |
to get him to his next stopping place. ;'
In most cases this is 1,000 units of
whatever the currency may be; any-
thing over this sum is confiscated.
_This means the owner of the money
will never see it again, and the pro-
cedure is legal, for the law making it
'so is down clearly in the statutes of
virtually every country of southeast-
ern Europe. The despoiled individual
has no recourse.

Many naturalized Americans, na-
tives originally of some Balkan coun-
try, have come home since the end'
of the war bringing with them wealth
in dollars.. Now they are beginning
to get enough of the old country, and
again turn their faces to the new
world. Their dollars meantime have
been exchanged into drachm, or di-
nar, or lel or lev, and they want to
carry away what is left. But the gov-
ernment says no; only 1,000; the rest
stays here. s

Thereupon the naturalized citizen
turns to the nearest American diplo-
matic representative and claims pro-
tection. The situation presents so
many difficulties that the American
ministers to the Balkan states have
met in conference to discuss what

best to do. They are warning all citi- /
zens, and particularly mnaturalized,
not to come over: here with more
money than they actually need. Also
they may take the matter up with
Washington.

More-
over, removing these glands from
monkeys is cruelty to animals.

Professor Onelli appeals to the local
\society to call an international con-
gress of organizations for the protec-
tion of animals not only to take steps
to stop “this new form of scientific
cruelty,” but “to avoid thge alteration
of the natural laws of human society
with its consequent danger to modern
civilization.”

“In the desire to postpone as long as
possible the decreptitude of age,” Pro-
fessor Onelli writes, “the time may
come when the substitution of the
secretions of such inferior animals as
monkeys, will become more widely
