THE FEEJEE ISLANDS.
Mr. Seward has now an opportunity 

of acquiring more landed possessions. 
Some time since two American wha­
lers were wrecked on the coast of some 
of the Feejee Islands, and the crews 
of the two vessels were reckoned a 
dainty dish to set, not before the Bang, 
For his Majesty had renounced human 
flesh for some time, but before those 
of his savage subjects into whose 
hands the luckless Americans fell. 
The United States government deter­
mined to make tlyrt a dear meal for 
■the Feejeeans, and consequently de- 

I * manded as compensation for the flesh 
of their citizens $45,000. But the 
king having gone to war with a portion 
-of his cannibal subjects some time 
previously the expenses incurred in 
the expedition had drained his exche­
quer, and rendered him unable to pay 
any more than $1,200. He now asks 
the Washington government to take 
three of his most fertile islands, and 
release him from all obligations that 
he may be enabled to carry on the war 
against his rebellious subjects. The 
N. Y. Tribune taking up the question 
fashions it into a political spear, and 
gives the following thrust:—

“ We are opposed to Government land 
"Speculations on principle ; but really there 
is something peculiarly attractive in this 
little scheme, and we are half tempted to 
disregard our own advice and recommend 
Mr. Seward to make a trade. The pro­
perty is worth a great deal more than 
Alaska. The climate is not cold. The 
inhabitants are warm-hearted and im­
pulsive. Living is cheap, for yams are 
abundant, and when a settler wants meat 
he has only to go into the bush and shoot 
a man, according to the custom of the 
country. We shall soon need a territory 
of this kind, as the Democrats will all 
want to emigrate early next November, 
and the Feejee Islands will be just the 
place for them. Mr. Seymour will, of 
course, be appointed Governor of the new 
Territory, with Mr. Blair as commander 
of the military department, and cooking 
an islander will seem so much like roast­
ing a “nigger" that both gentlemen will 
feel themselves among their friends."

Desperate.—The Nova Scotians 
are growing outrageous, and bid fair 
to fulfil the predictions of some of the 
repeal organs, with regard to revolu­
tion. The anti-Union dalegates re­
turned from England a few days ago, 
and the occasion of their landing was 
embraced as an opportunity for the 
spouting of a good deal of treason. 
On the same steamer was the Govern­
ment Delegate, Dr. Tupper, and so 
exasperated were some of the crowd, at 
his efforts in behalf of Confederation 
that it is stated the propriety of throw­
ing him overboard was seriously con- 

,ered. Indeed there is a strong 
obability that he wonld have met 

with violence and perhaps death had 
not the moderate counsels of a few 
leading men prevailed- The poor, 
ally mob were not so much to blame 

I the conductors of the repeal press, 
whose inflammatory articles have dri­
ven men unable to see the fallacy of 
the arguments used almost, if not en­
tirely. to phrenzy. In noticing the 
return of the delegates, a Bridgetown 
paper said:—“ Dr. Tapper, we learn,

steamer. We hope the base traitor on 
landing will receive no personal ill 
treatment from the hands of an exas­
perated people. We advise modéra 
tion and forbearance.” There is a

! hase cowards threw out the suggestion, 

expecting that ignorant, passionate 
men would act upon it. When mat­
ters have gone so far among the Blue- 
noses we may well wonder what next ?

NO RAIN.
The heavens are like brass above 

us, and the earth is parched beneath 
our feet. Two or three months of 
such weather would give us some 
faint, shadowy idea of the aspect Na­
ture assumed in the days of the pro­
phet, when the rays of an almost 
tropical sun poured down unclouded 
for three years and a half. We draw 
consolation from the appearance 
of a cloud even now, but these vesi­
cular bodies, though much larger than 
a man’s hand, have no blessing to 
pour down upon us. They speed away 
Before the blaze of the King of day, 
a mere mockery of our hopes. The 
change which has been wrought in the 
harvest prospect during the last 
month does not invite contemplation. 
Fields that were covered with luxuri­
ant vegetation now show the red clods 
between shrivelled stalks of grain, and 
we are reduced to the extremity of be­
lieving, that what we thought|a few 
weeks ago would be the most bounti­
ful yield with which Providence had 
ever blessed the land will be but a 
poor average. So little right haa man 
to indulge in anticipation. It is not 
the length of time during which we 
have been without ram mat makes 
this season remarkable. Six years 
ago there was a drought of such pro­
longed continuance that people be­
gan to think the spring crops would 
not be worth catting. It turned out 
however that all in whieh they want­
ing was straw, the yield of grain ne- 
ing much beyond what was anticipai 
ed, and better than it was the follow­
ing season, during which showers in 
abundance had fallen. It would not 
however be safe to predict that the 
same thing will happen noW- We 
hope it may, but fear it will not, for 
one day of July 1868, has been more 
injurious to the vegetation than any 
two days in 1862,in consequence of the 
great heat. Two weeks ago on last 
Tuesday the last shower of rain fell, 
since which time the windows of 
heaven have been closed so far as we 
were concerned, and the scorching 
process has gone on steadily. We 
hear that our friends in some parts 
of the country are a little more high­
ly favoured, and we hope that before 
another week goes round we will be 
able to congratulate them on the 
earth having received such a drench­
ing as will re-invigorate drooping na­
ture.
