
Chop Prospecte. — We believe there 
was never before so large an area of our 
country in wheat at this season «8 now, 
and that sowed last Fall is looking re­
markably well. Unless some disastrous 
blight, shall yet be experienced, we shall 
harvest more wheat in 1869 than in any 
former year. And on all this Atlantic 
slope a very . large breadth has already 
been sown to'spcing grain, while much 
land is now in course of preparation for 
Indian corn. Our orchards are just 
bursting into bloom, and the promise of 
fruit—especially of peaches—is remarka­
bly goixl. Our meadows and pastures 
are beginning to feel the need of a long, 
warm, gentle rain. The last two or 
three weeks have been favorable to 
spring work, but grass does not start as 
it should for want ot a soaking rain. 
Clouds gather to little purpose and dis­
appear ; and a few more hot, bright 
days will shorten our hay crop (lisas-
