The Late luomas Saunders.
It is with feelings of ppin that we have 

to chronicle the death of our esteemed 
fellow-townsman, whose well-known name 
heads this column. The injuries he re­
ceived on Monday morning last, whilst 
driving to his office in town, were df so 
violent a character that they have proved 
fatal, and this morning at six o’clock 
bis naturally robust and vigorous frame 
succumbed. His skull was severely 
fractured and his head dreadfully muti­
lated ; and the wonder was that he was 
not instantly killed. But, sudden as 
was the mandate calling him “ from life 
to death,” yet he was sensible for days 
afterwards, and had his last hours smooth- 
ened by **11 that fond affection and 
anxious care could devise. Hie physicians 
—Drs. Herod and Worsfold—could not 
from the first conceal the fact that his 
injuries were beyond human skill to rem­
edy, and they could do no more than de­
lay for a brief period the inevitable end.

The late Mr. Saunders was born in 
Buckinghamshire, England, Feb. 28th, 
1795, and was consequently in 
his 79th year. He was in early 
life engaged in commerce in Bombay, 
India, and to the excellent busi­
ness habits and training of that period 
his remarkable accuracy and efficiency as 
the oldest public official in this county is 

great measure referable. During a 
period of about 38 years, in itself half an 
ordinary lifetime, he discharged the im­
portant duties of Clerk of the Peaco with 
unfailing fidelity and integrity, and se­
cured a very high reputation as a public 
officer. In the earlier period of his life 
in Canada he was appointed Colonel of 
Militia in this section of the Province— 
comprising the present Counties of Wel­
lington, Waterloo, and Grey—and dis­
charged this important - trust with un­
varying zeal and ability, and to the 
entire satisfaction of the Provincial 
authorities. During the Rebellion of 
1837 he served on behalf of the 
Crown. For a number of years before 
the present improved system of adminis­
tering criminal justice, Mr. Saunders 
conducted at the Quarter Sessions the 
onerous duty of Crown prosecutor. Other 
public positions of trust in the county 
were held by him with unswerving in­
tegrity aud acknowledged ability.

His whole life was characterized by a 
manly straight-forwardness. He could 
never brook anything savouring of mean­
ness or hypocrisy, and denounced it in 
no ambiguous language. Hence he was 
deservedly held in high esteem.

On hté first coming to this part of Canada, 
which was in the month of June, 1833, 
he, like other early pioneers, chose a set­
tler’s life in the woods ; and, from the 
wilds of an unhewn forest, with patient 
industry and labour he soon created a 
beautiful, cultivated home on the banks 
of the River Speed, a fow miles from 
Guelph. The time-honored hospitalities of 
“Woodlands,” the name of his fine 
Canadian farm, were well known, and 
pleasant recollections still attach to 
these “ happy days gone by.” He was 
especially esteemed by his agricultural 
neighbors, with wlnse eaily struggles 
when “ roughing it in the bush,” he too 
had manfully shared as a settler. Mr. 
Saunders never lost the fondness and 
zest for the open air, for tfature and her 
works, which as a sturdy yeoman of the 
soil in earlier years he so long ha 1 felt ; 
and in his later days, after coming t0 
live in town, the well cultivated grounds 
and gardens of his residence exhibited 
his natural tastes. As a consistent 
Christian, his memory and example will 
ever be remembered. Storm, rain, or 
distance rarely deterred him from at­
tending with his young family upon the 
ordinances of Divine Worship. His 
systematic and temperate habits, his fine 
physique, sound health, and a perfectly 
clear and cool head made it likely that 
his life would be spared for many years 
yet to come. Humanly speaking, no one 
appeared more to deserve to enjoy a ripe 
old age, until tired nature’s course 
was more than fully run, and the cur­
rents and energies of a well-spent life 
must inevitably yield to the final grasp 
of time. But it was ordered otherwise.

Profound sympathy ia felt for the 
bereaved partner of this honored life, 
sharing as she has done for half a cen­
tury, with wifely devotion, in all the 
vicissitudes of his earlier and later years ; 
and a like sympathy is given to hie 
family for the loss of their excellent 
father. Mr. Saunders leaves an only 
son, Mr. T. W. Saunders, Police Magis­
trate of Guelph, and five daughters

Cyclone in Florida.
Madrid, October 10.—The report of the 

Carlist victory on the 6th inst., near 
Cirauqui, is officially declared to be false. 
Gen. Moriones reports that in tho engage­
ment on that day the enemy was defeated 
and driven back with a. loss of 100 killed 
and 800 wounded. The casualities of the 
Republican army were 9 killed and 140 
wounded.

Paris, Oct. 10.—It is now reported that 
Count DcChamb will go to Hainault, 
Belgium, on the frontier of France. The 
German authorities have refused Duke 
D’Aumale permission to visit the battle 
field of the late war in Lorraine. Denial 
is given to the report of the seizure of 
Prince Napoleon’s photographs. Baron 
Stoffel, whose name has been mentioned 
in connection with the Bazaine investi­
gation, has stated that he is ready to ex­
plain his conduct before the proper tri­
bunal.

There is a rumor here that Baron 
Stoffel has been arrested, but it is thought 
premature.

Prince Frederick Charles and other 
German officers will trot appear the court 
as witnesses for Bazaine unless his coun­
sel declare their téstimony indispensible.

Paris, Oct. 10.—A meeting of the Re­
publican members of the Assembly was 
held at the residence of M. Jules Simon 
last night ; 100 delegates were present. 
An electoral scheme was àdopted, and a 
committee, composed of representatives 
of three groups of the Left, was appoint­
ed to draw up an official declaration in 
the name of the Republican party. M. 
Thiers and Gambetta supported the ac­
tion of the meeting, which also has the 
approval of many Conservative deputies. 
The Republicans are generally becoming 
more hopeful.

Brussels, Oct. 10.—The International 
Juridical Congress ,wm opened here to­
day.

Letters from 
tho King of the Belgians and Count 
Schlopis were read. A dinherwas given last 
night to member3 of the congress, by the 
Town Council.

New York, Oct 11.—A Washington 
despatch says there Is apparently a good 
deal of ill feeling ampng members of the 
Polaris party now there against the Ty­
son party. They seem to consider the 
reported poisoning of Capt. Hall as a 
ohargej specially made by the] Tyson 
party, and they are much disturbed by 
the idea Capt. Tyson advanced that sepa­
ration from the party on the ice floe was 
intentional. There seems to have been 
much personal hostility among the more 
prominent men of the expedition, but no 
division of tho crew into parties under 
different leaders. The examination of 
Buddington will probably be concluded 
on Saturday. The testimony of Dr. Bcs- 
sell’s will be important. It ridâtes prin­
cipally to the scientific result of the ex­
pedition.

Washington, Got. Id.hlTelegraras re­
ceived at Key West and Pan ta Rossa, 
Florida, state that a" most destructive 
cyclone swept over tbpse stations on the 
6th inst. At Key West the wind reached 
a velocity of 80 miles per hour, and at 
Punta Rossa 90 miles. The sea rose 
above the mean tide level, overflowing, 
and washing away every moveable thing. 
A few of the inhabitants of Punta Rosea 
are entirely without, drinking water, as 
the supply on hand was carried away by 
the storm.

Sir John and his Stick.—The Irish 
Canadian thus exposes a little game tried 
recently at a bazaar in Toronto :—“ Tho 
Hon. Frank Smith, ever on the alert for 
a little cheap notoriety, possessed him­
self of a stick or walking cane, one of the 
articles for sale, intiifiating that it would 
be sold by auction, and, that ho himself 
would be the auctioneer. To test the 
popularity of himself and his political 
friends, amongst the parties present, he 
declared that the bids would be political

Notes From Manltoulln.
(From a Correspondent.)

The Great Manitoulin or “ Sacred” 
Isle is the largest cl that well-known 
group of islands which lies at the mouth 
of the Georgian Bay, and extends along 
the north shore of Lake Huron. It is 
upwards of eighty miles long, and about 
fifteen wide, with an area of 1,600 square 
miles. It may approximately be said to 
be situated in lat. 45 deg. 30 sec. N., be­
tween long. 83 deg. and 84 deg. W., and 
one hundred miles north west of Owen 
Sound. Its coast line is deeply indent­
ed by beautiful bays which in several 
places nearly divide the island, and is 
more or less rugged throughout. To­
wards the north the coast features are 
strikingly majestic, for there rocky pre­
cipices rise nearly 200 feet high, and are 
covered with clumps of cedars and pines 
which, shadowed in the back-ground of 
the dark forest, form a wild and dreary 
barrier to the waves of Huron. Towards 
the south and east the coast is not • so 
strongly marked—low shingle covered 
with stunted trees gives it rather a 
monotonous appearance.

The Island seems to be composed al­
most entirely of Silurian ' limestone of 
the Niagasa formation. It bears unmis­
takable marks of having once been sub­
ject to some strange commotions, being 
“fractured" in all directions, forming not 
unfrequently yawning chasms and subter­
ranean passages. In this rock are found 
numerous fossils, calcareous corals being 
the most abundant. Near Manitoulin 
Gulf there is a hill named by the settlers 
Fossil Hill, and most appropriately so, 
for it consists almost entirely of massive 
beds ot coral of the most elaborate 
structure, giving the whole rock the ap­
pearance of a gigantic honeycomb. Bi­
valve shells are frequently met with aud 
univalves only occasionally. Beautiful 
specimens 61 both are picked up from 
amongst the pebbles on the beach. At 
some period the Island must have been 
submerged, as the fossils are all marine.

The surface of the Island is consider­
ably broken by rocks and lakes, and is 
well watered. Lake Manitou • is the 
largest and is of rather peculiar shape, 
being twelve miles long, seven wide near 
each end, and scarcely cne in the centre. 
Scarcely any streams run into it, while 
its outlet, the Manitoulin river, is a 
stream of considerable size. There are 
many other lakes of every conceivable 
form and size, some of them extremely 
beautiful and all well stocked with excel­
lent fish.

The island originally has been well 
wooded. Pine and cedar of excellent 
quality abounds, and lumbering is car­
ried on extensively by several companies. 
The hardwood forest consists chiefly of 
maple, beech, oak, brushwood, and in 
some localities there are large quantities 
of’birch. All along the northern side 
of the island, however, very little timber 
remains standing. Many years ago a 
terrible fire originated from some of the 
Indian settlements and swept over the 
island, destroying all the timber except 
a few patches. "What remained soon 
blew down, and another fire, some five 
or six years ago, completed the work of 
devastation, leaving only a dreary black­
er ed scene scarcely yet covered with 
bushes or grass. Blackened stumps 
stand on the rocky ledges like 
giim sentinels guarding a fortress strong. 
Clearing the land in this burned district 
is a comparatively easy matter, but where 
tho fire has been very severe it seems to 
have injured the soil by burning off all 
the vegetable mould and leaving nothing 
but the hard unyielding clay beneath. 
Time and cultivation will doubtless 
remedy this. The eastern part of the 
Island constitutes the largest Indian Re­
serve. There are other smaller reserves 
at Gore Bay, West Bay, Little Current, 
and Shigeucndah. The Indian popula­
tion, I am told, is at present about 2,000

Mtmitowauing is an old Indian village 
beautifully situated on the southern shore 
of tho bay of the same name. It once 
contained the largest collection of natives 
on the Island. It was deserted many 
years ago, the Indians going to tho 
Eastern Reserve. There are about 1,500 
acres of clearing about this old village. 
It is now covered with crass,which affords 
excellent pasturage. Manitownniug many 
years ago was the scene of an attempt on 
the part of the Government to civilize tho 
natives. A number of artizafis of various 
kinds, such as carpenters, masons, tin­
smiths, coopers, shoemakers, etc., were 
sent to instruct the Indians in the indus­
tries of civilized life. This well meant 
attempt seems in many respects to have 
proved a failure. Although comfortable 
bouses were built for them, so soon as 
they wero left to themselves they speedi­
ly relapsed into their native habits again. 
I am told that instead of living in his 
house the poor Indian would build his 
wigwam before it aud use the timbers of 
his former dwelling for firewood. Very 
few of these houses now remain, but the 
old chimney stalks and heaps of rubbish 
tell us that they once numbered several 
scores at least.

There are eleven Townships now sur­
veyed, and the Government lias opened 
up over sixty miles of roads, which, with 
the water communication, makes access 
to all parts of these comparatively easy. 
The chief white settlements are on Mani- 
toulin Gulf and Manitowaning Bay. At 
Michael Bay and Providence Bay there 
are large saw mills. There is a grist mill 
at the latter place, and also one at Shi- 
geuendah. Little Current is also quite a 
village, and one of the regular ports for 
the steamers of the Lake Superior Line. 
Manitowaning will become in the course 
of a fow years a place of considerable im­
portance also. «

The soil on the Island is very fertile, 
consisting chiefly of heavy clay loam, and 
where not too severely burnt extremely

firoductive. Crops this season are excel- 
ent—better crops of hay could not be de; 

sired. Wheat yields nearly as well as in 
Western Ontario. Coarse grain and pota­
toes also give good return.

Ob the whole the Island is a better / 
place for settlement than is generally • 
supposed. There is plenty of good land 
to make good settlements, and situated 
as it is on the Lake route to the Great 
North-west, the market will always be 
secure. Government land costs 50 cte., 
per acre and is being rapidly taken up, 
as much as 900 acres being located for in 
a single day. Little more than five years 
have, elapsed since the settlers 
first set foot upon tho Islam^to cultivate 
the soil, and in this short time large 
clearings and excellent improvements 
have been made. 8. M. Rutledge, for­
merly of Gar afraxa, County of Wellington, 
awns n farm of 600 acres ijve miles from 
Manitow aning.
